the side of his only son, who last his
life in an antomobile accident in New
England several years ago,

At His own request the funeral cere
monies will be simple. They will be
conducted by the Masounle order,

Thomas K, Walsh was born in Ire
land in 1851, e wag edueated in the
public schools and early in life was
apprenticed to a wheelwright., When
he was nineteen years old he came to
the United States, going almost di-
rectly to Colorado, where he made a
fortene in the development of mines,
in 18789 he was married to Miss Carrie
B. Reed, He was named as one of
the commissioners 1o the Parls expo-
sition in 1500, and had bheen otherwise
slgnally honored by his government.

Mr. Walsh, always a genial host and
fond of good company, was a member
of a number of clubs and belonged to
severnl seientific societies. In the im-
mediate past he developed a keen in-
terest In aviation and was the lead-
ing figure in the effort to have the
international aviation meet held in the
national capltal,

The tragic death of his only
FOMe YOars ago was
shock to Mr, Walsh,
he never fully recovered. The boy
wag Killed In an automobile accident
which Injured his sister, now Mrs.
sdward Moelean,

A son born to his daughter recently
has been dubbed, on account of the
Immense wealth on both his parental
and maternal side, the “hundred mils
lion dolliar baby.”
