Tobey is anti-Cannon,
and is seemingly counting on county
option support rather than upon any
political policy he may espouse other
than anti-Cannonism,

In the currcent issue of the Commoner
Mr. Bryan takes oecasion to deny that
hie will start either a prohibition or a
county option paper,

Democrats are naturally jubilant
over the returns from the special
election in the Thirty second New
York congressional disrict. In 1908
that distriet, in which Rochester, a
great manufacturing city, is located,
elected a republican by a plurality of
0,000, Last week a democrat was
elected at the special election by a
plarality of over 5,000, Coming so
soon after Foss' remarkable victory in
Massnchusetts, it is elear proof that
the people are in open  rebellion
against the corrupt political machine
that is in absolute control of the re-
publican organization. The city of
Rochiester is  the lavgest clothing
manufacturing center in the United
States, The wool schedule seriously
cripples that industry, and Roschester
went democratic by a plurality of
5.000. The democratic candidate carr-
ied every town in the distriet, which
comprises but one county. The New
York election hus already had the ef-
fect of causing n lot of republican
aspirants for nomination in Nebraska
to pause and consider.
