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The shipping commissioner of the port winked
at thelr devious ways. A crowd of thugs, run
ners and hangers-on served them and thrived by
their favor., They were men of suhstance and
owned or controlled as part of their businesy ev-
ery sunloon, dance hall and resort in the crooked
streets and dark alleys about the wharves, Upper
Irvington drew a deadline about the waterfront
and seldom ventured over it outslde of business
hours. Jack and Pete Sherman were kings of
Irvington's sallortown,

Every autumn saw a big fleet of "wind jam.
mers"——ghips of 2,000 to 3,000 tons register—lying
off Irvington, The wheat of the new northwest
was in their holds, consigned to ports in Europe
or India, by way of the six-months’ journey
round the Horn.

This official Insistence on the letter of the law
gomethmes eaused the Kings to do strange things.
Toward the end of the geason they were at times
hard pushed for one or two men to fill out a
crew. Then did all men in sallortown not in the
kings' special fuver hunt cover and stay hid un-
til the last ghip was out of sight beyond the bar.

Fhe [riendly facez of Uncle Sam’s greenbacks
gave him eotrape e mnde plans and acted on
them then and there.  Mecoting that English mate
In the strect, he gave Him a most artistic bent-
Ing, paid & fine, and took the next boat for Lon-

don town,  Incidentaliy, he forgot all about his de-
glre to travel giy or geven thousand miles and kill
the gaflortown kings. What spasm of virtue caused
them to give himm back Lls money he never know.
They were not noted for doing such things.

That the kings so contlnnally eseaped punish-
ment was small wonder, The men Injured never
had a chance to tell thelr gtorles until they were
ashore In some foreign land. Consulg in forelgn
ports could not libel ships or detain captains on
thelr unsupported word. The ships’ papers were
always stralght, at any rate on the face of them.
The most that could be done was to report the
cage nnd there it ended. The Sherman boys on
the other side of the earth never heard even an
echo of it. The witnesses ggainst them were seat
tered over the seven scas and prosecution could
not touch them.

The United States district attorney and his staft
did thelr best to keep the Shermans within the let-
ter, at least, of the shipping laws, but they had
hard sledding. Tn one case the kings were indieted
Charlle Marsden, the star witness for the prosecu-
tlon, was locked up in jail for safekeeping. Charlie
Marsden disappeared. The jailer told a story of
masked men, guns and general confusion, but eould
Identify no one as having taken part in the jall
delivery., With the witness gone, prosecution halt-
ed.

When he finally worked his way back to Jrvington
hiz story awakened Interest and new prosecutions
were begun,  The Sherman boys had well-paid
lawyers who drageed out the cases with adjourn:

Irvington suddenly waked up to find itself a blot
on the map, Upexplpined dead men are no good
ndvertlzement for any town; neither are mysterl
ous dizappearances of strangers within its gates to
bo desired, {f thelr friends make a fuss about them.
Captaing who refused to be held up for extrava-
gant blood money, and to play villain at small
profit, avolded the port. Business was falling off.
Upper Irvington wasg hit where it lived and the
Sherman boys were notified to quit.

The kinzs of snilortown have abdicated. Steam
vessels make voyages so short that “advance
noles" are no longer prizes, Seamen's unions

have given n measure of protection even to deep-
wnter sallors, who seem to have fewer rights and
more hardships than most men. The bullying ecap-
tain, the bucko mate and the boarding master have
all been slnped by the feeble and tardy fire of
United States marltime law. The rallroads had
their share In the revolution. DBut what really
cauted the Sherman boys to become private eitl
zens was the wrath of upper Irvington, When it
was hir In Its pocket and its gelf-esteem—that up-
get the kingdom of the sailortown tyrants,
