LAW 18 HELD GOOD.
The Employers’ Llability Enactment
Upheld.

The supreme court hae upheld the
validity of the employers’ labllity
act passed by the legislature of 1507,
In the case of Frank Swoboda againet
the Unlon Pacific Raillroad company,
whereln a judgment was given in fa-
vor of Swoboda, the rallrond alleged
that the plaintiff at the tiime of his
Injury was not engaged in construc-
tion or repalr work within the mean-
Ing of the employers’ labllity act,
The court holds that the evidence is
sufficient as it shows that the plain-
tir was engaged In construction or
repalr at the time he was Iinjured
by a steam hammer, which he was
helplng operate in the Unlon Pacifie
blacksmith shop at Omaha Swo-
boda and another employe were oper-
ating a steam hammer welghing
about 500 pounds in fattening lron
washers which were belng made for
general use by the railroad company
in repair of englnes and cars.

The employers’ labllity act pro-
vides that every railroad company
operating a rallroad engine, car or

train in the state of Nebraska shall
be Nable to any of ita employes who
at the time of injury are engaged in
congtruction or repair work or in the
uge or operation of an engine, car or
train for sald company for all dam-
ager which may  result from the
negligence of any of its  officers,
agents or employes, The court sayvs
this 18 a valld law and not repugnant
o the fourteenth amendment to the
foderal constitution.
Waiting for Decision.

Just as soon as the courtg declde
the vase wherein the Z.oent fare law
the freight rate law and other rall-
road rate guestions are involved, the
rallway commission will be in posi-
tion to issue a schedule of class rates
that may be charged In  Nebraska.
One of the principal points involved
in the litigation now pending, I8 a
division of the earnings and expenscs
of rallronds betwoeen state and inter-
state business, The attorney general
has maintained that the arbitrary ap-
portionment made by the rablroads
Is not just to the state, If he is up-
