It 18 all very well to talk of the wonderful
mobility of the human countenance, sensitive to
every change In tha emotlons of the soul; It Ia
nothing to the turkey cock's. See him elongate
his nose till it comes down to his chest, and ob-
garve the number of double chins he can pro-
duce to add to his importance if he wishes to
impose on a4 presumptuous rooster or to lmpress
a falr young turkey pullet.

Then, as to blushing, there was no debutante
eover floated on the soclal sen who could blush as
our gobbler can; his complexion plays through
all shades betweem livid blue and ghastly white
to & lvely scarlet, and, tgken In connection with
the changes in his featw®es, makes him a quick-
change artist of the first order, before whom the
chamelean collapses nshamed.

If anybody wants to practise drawing por-
traita, let them get hold of a turkey gobbler for
a sitter, and If they can succeed In getting his
features properly fixed on canvas I will undertake
they will find anyone else's easy In comparison.

But it is not only In the dlsplay of hia charms
that the turkey proclalms his andvantage over the

The sald gobbling, by the way, has given rise
to the only bit of folk-lore about the turkey that
I know of.

turkeys used In the absence of present-day facill-
ties for transport to be driven long distances on
the roads, a couple of noble sportemen lald & wa-
ger as Lo the speed of turkeys and geese over a
course which it would take a matter of days to
traverse. Each nobleman was provided with a
lttle flock of four of the fowlas of his fancy, and
of course betiing was high in favor of the tur-
keys. And at first they seemed to justify thelr
backers, for they soon stalked away from thelr
waddling rivals and left them far behind. Re
things went on all day, but as dusk came on tL 9
aristoeratie turkey herd found his charges becom-
ing passive resisters, and dlsplaying an incurable
desire to go to roost—no amount of coaxing would
propel them farther.

I have known the farmyard bully pretty well
hestod on two occaslons myself —tragically =so,
in fact. One of the most valued possesslon of the
Caleutta animal dealer I have mentloned was n
fawn-colored European-bred turkey, whose color
much commended it In his eyves, since turkeys of
this hue seem not to be found in Indla, This
privileged fowl used to clroulate about his mas
ter's chalr, strutting and gobbling; and though he
often resented the entrance of natlves Into the
compound he respected Europeans, a plece of dis-
erlmination one does not expect in a being of such
Iimited intelligence as a turkey.

ngaln, PBut this time his filght 18 not for so long
a distanee, and he I8 Ignominiously “run into,” a
vietim of misplaced confldence in himself as an
aeroplane.

The Famous Attack.

The attack begun September § by a
bombardment simultaneously on all
sides; nine llneof-battle ships poured
fn thelr broadsides; 15 gun and other
hoats approached the town; while
from the Spanish lines, 170 pleces of
ordnance of large caliber opened In
one mugnificent dleharge. This terrl-

fying fire continued till the 12th, when |

the combined French and Spanish
fleets, numbering 47 sall of the line, the
ten battoring ahips mentioned above
with many frigates and other smaller
vessels, ancliored In the bay of Gibral-
tar. On the 13th every gun of besleged
und beslegers was in play., The bat-
toring ships proved luvulnerable to
shot and shell. The defenders, as a
dast resort, began firing red-hot balls
on the shot-proof ghips and alter con-
tinuing thin for a day succeeded in
[ ipnrning the ship of the Spanish ad-
miral and also thoe ship second In
commund. By the end of the 14th all
the battering ships wero destroyed by
flames. The great bombardment of
Soptember 137 was the crownlng . trl-
pmph of the slege that lasted four
years. The fring countlnued from the
Spanish lines untll February 2, 1783,
when Due de Crillon ealled for peace.
