& thirat for accurate Information came to demand
pletures that would ghow the subjects as they
actually appeared, Moreover, they wanted not a
commonplace bust photo, but a fulllength ple.
ture that would represent its object aas he would
appear to one who met him on the etreet and
with a hint as to his distinetive characteristica
ae to dress, ete. From this demand was born the
personal “snap shot.”

Nowadnyvae the spapshot ls to a large extent
displacing the stercotvped visage in the publie
prints. Almost everybody who achleves fame
or notorfety must must needs fall vietims to the
sharpshooters of the camera. The snap-shotter 1s
no respecter of persons or callings so long as “bu-
man Interest” is present, and everybody, from
preachers to pugllists and from statesmen to
suffragists, 1s the quarry of the camera scout at
one tlme or another. Some of the people who are
snap-shotted manifestly relish It; a great number
ncoept it as o matter of course and a minority
wriggle and equirm and gven fight at elght of
a camera. Conspleuous among the Iatter are
Harry Lehr, the Newport soclety pet of monkey
dinner fame, and J. Plerpont Morgan, the filnan-
cler, It must be admitted that the father of
trusts does not make a pretty pleture when taken
unawares and he evidently reallzes this, for he Is
usually guarded by several private detectives
when he appears In publle and carrles a cane
which he Is qulck to use on any offending camera
that he can reach,

Publie officials, headed by the presldent of the
United BStates, are usually the most satlsfactory
gubjects for snapshotsa beeause, whatever may
be thelr natural Inelination in the matter, they
qulckly learn to submlit gracefully to this sort
of attention. A leading statesman or army or
navy officlal who realizes that at publle functions
ho {» Mable to be continually in the camera eye
ta Ukely to Instlnctively avold those awkward
attitudes and facial grimaces that sometimes spofl
things in the cage of a celebrity who Ia new to
the game and seif.consclous In consequence, From
the standpoint of the snapshotters perhaps the
most satigfactory subjects In this country are the
diplomats at Washington—that 1s, tho allen offl-
clals who ara statloned at our seat of government
as the ambassadors or miuisters of forelgn pow-
ers. For one thing, these titled forelgnera are
possessed of gorgeous unlforms that show up
well in unconventional pleturcs, and then agaln
they ara accustomed to belng constantly on dress
parade.

The enap-shotter must “quick an the trigger”
and he cultivatea ability In thls directlon almost
as earnestly as the gun fighter of the west did
in the old days. The newspaper snap-shots are
made by means of special cameras made gpeclally
for the purpose, and costing as much as $250
aplece. Only a fraction of a second s required,
of course, to make a enap-shot, once the lens I8
foeused upon a celebrity In a desired position, but
the uncertalnty lles {n the fact that the celebrity
s seldom actually posing for his plcture. More
than llkely he may not realize that he ls belng
caught by the camers or mayhap may be trylng

to dodge the glnss eye polntad toward him. In
any event qulck action is necessary at the erit-
fcal moment If the subject sought is to ba caught
ere he moves away, turns hia hend or otherwise
spoils the pleture, Indeed tho snap-shotter who
would “cateh on the wing" such restless spirits
as Colonel Roosevelt must develop a sort of slxth
gense that will enable him to entlelpate with rea-
scnable certainty the future moves of his subject

No other American of the day 1a so much pho-
tographed as {s Colonel Roosevelt, and yet he
{s by no means an easy sulbjoct for good pletures,
It 18 not that he objects to the operation; ‘Indeed,
he seems to utterly Ignore the cameras that are
pointed at him a dozen tlmes a day., But the
colonel 18 one of the most active and sudden of
men, and the snap-shotter must be on the alert
every minute of the time or he loses the golden
opportunity to catch the ex-president at the “pay-
chological moment.,” This was admirably 1llus-
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ENTERTAINING THE BLIND,

“In these days of epeclalists you can’'t just
etep out and help your fellow humans in haphaz-
ard fashlon,” sald the matron on an lnstitution
for the blind. *“You have to take a course of
training before you can even do good In the world.
In this position the task that requires most dl-
plomacy Is declining the servicea of prople who
offer to entertain the blind. All gorts of incom-
petents volunteer, Thelr intentlons aro good, but
thelr achlevements are deplorable. Poor readers
are most numerous and are hardest to manage,
They have had no practise In reading aloud slnce
they left tha lower grades In the grammar school,
yet when the fires of benevolence break out that
fs the flrst thing they want to do,

“The blind are partlcularly sensitive to the
quality of a volce, A harsh, high pitehed volce
that rambles on without rhyme or reason gets
on their nerves, and It 18 our duty to shut out
all such readers, They have to be handled with
care because thelr hearts are in the right place,
and with tact thelr good Intentions may be de-
flected into sume uselul chaunel.”
