alence and growth of the morphine
habit waa placed on the shoulders of
phyelcianeg, who prescribed the drug,
at &8 meeting of druggista here to
night to protest ngaingt the recently
enacted clty ordinance prohibiting the |
sale at retall of any preparation con- |
taining morphine or its salts except
upoa a doctor’'s prescription,

The ordinance Is almed primarily
at paregorie and at stomaech remeodies,
according to members of the hoard of |
health who were instrumental In ob-
talning its passage. Caswell Maye,
one of the drugglsts, eald he had
made & canvass by mall of several
sanitariums and the replies convinced
him 90 per cent. of the victims of
drugs formed the hablit as a result of
using prescriptions glven by physl
olana and only 8 per cent. from using
proprietary medicines.

Elljah gent for the king to some to
him. The prophet was the greater
and had more power. That Ahab eame
at all, shows that he recognlzed the

power of the prophet, and of the true

God;, and that he had been humbled
by the famine experience. Ahab's first |
words were: “Are thou he that trou
bleth Israel?’ He had no word to eny
of his own sin; he forgot the Iniquity
of the people of the land, in which
he had been the leader; he took no
note of the hand of Jehovah In the ca.
lamity, and spoke as If the whole mat
ter had been a mere pergonal differ.
ence between him and Flijah. Elijah
replled, "I have not troubled Isracl;
but thou, and thy father's house” Bl |
Jah then proposed that the question as
to who was the true God should be
put to a falr and satisfactory test,

They bullt an altar, placed the sac
rificial bullock upon {t, and put no |
fire under it. There were too many eyes
upon them for any trickery, and not
knowing what kind of a test wus to he
expected, they had no opportunity te
prepare for any deceft, It would al
most seem a8 If tricks not unlike that
practiced year after year at the
Greek Baster at Jerusalem
millar to that age.

They grew frenzied in thelr exeite
ment, and eut themselves with thelr
wepons, Herodlan descilbes the dance
of Hellogabalus round the altar of the
Emesne sungod, and Apulefus de
scribes at length the fanatie leapings
and gashings of the execrable Gall
Their feellng was that God was well
pleased with such tortures and palns
The only sufferings with which God
Is pleased are those which men under
go for the sake of helping and sav-
ing thelr fellow men; such as Christ's
sufferings on tha cross, and Paul's
sufferings to glve men the Gospel

They prophesied and cried in  wild
ecstacles, ke those in anclent tlne
who thus In exclted frenzies pretend.
ed to be filled with the power of their
deltles.

There was no answer, though they
continued thelr exertions till the time
of the offering of the evening oblatlon.

And Elljah sald, “Come near unto
me," 8o that they could see and hear, |
and could know that there was no con- |
cealment or trickery |

He repalred the altar of the lord |
that was broken down. On this altar |
the wood and the sacrifice were lald, |
The firea of the Lord fell, not an acel. l
dental stroke of lightning, for the sky |
was clear of cloud, It was simply
the direct act of God's will upon the
laws of nature. No mere natural act
such as Baalites or anyone else could
do, would prove that It was God him-
self who was summoning them to obe-
dlence. It would be a strange God,
and Father, that could not use his
own lawa of Nature to produce a
moral effect. The proof was the more
deciglve because the divine fire not
only consumed the offeriog, but the
waler and Lthe very stones of the al
tar,

The people fell on thelr faces, and
they sald, “The Lord, he Is God! the
Lord, he 1s God."

This was a declsive, yet no mere
gudden change; but one for which the
famipe, announced from God, had for
three years been preparing them; just
as the fire on the day of Pentecost
camo to disciples who had had three
vears of training under Jesus,

Elijah went up to the highest point
of Carmel where a wide horizon of the
sgen was visible, and prayed for rain,
prayed “‘the effectual fervent prayer
of a righteous man,"” which “avalleth

mueh.” He gent his servant to watch
for the answer. And it came in abun.
dant rain.

For Ierael there came a new joy in
the raln. It was the proof of forgive.
ness., It wan the assurance of the dl-
vine favor. It “fell on the evil and
the good:” on the evll to make them
good, and on the good to make them
better, with new love, now hope, new
joy in thelr God and Redeemer.
