How did Ellghn show himself ta ha |
R true patriot? By using for his coun:
try his supernatural knowledge, as we
ehould use for our country our lessel

The sama year he went to Texas on
a mission o the Commanche Indians
AR a representative of President Jack-
Bon
her struggle for independence from
Mexico, and Houston was Induced to
remaln in the country and give his un-
divided ald to the cause. On the out-
break of hostilities he was elecled
rommander-n-chief of the Texan army.
By a masterly stroke of military
sirategy he succeeded In  decoying
Gen, Santa Ana, the Mexican comman-
der, from his base of supplles and ad-
ministered to him a crushing defeat
at the battle of San Jacinto, April 21,
1836.

In September following he was
elected president of the republic of
Texas, whose Independence had been
previously declared on March 2, 1836,
and, after an interim of two years,

Texas was just entering upon |

was re-glected for a second term. His
influence was potent in bringing about |

the annexation of Texas to the United
States In 1845; and, on the accom-
plishment of annexation, he was elect.
ed to the United States senate, where
he sat for 12 years. T'wo terms as
governor of the state rounded out his
official career. IHe dled In Huntsville,
Texas, July 26, 1863.
