BITTEN BY RATTLE SNAKE

Experience of Oregon Stockman
While at Spring.

Struck on Right Arm Between Wrist
and Elbow by Snake, Man Makes
Desperate Run for Medical
Asslstance.

Antelope, Ore.—Willlam J. McGreer,
who three weeks ago was bitten by a
rattlesnake and all but lost his life, is
one of the few men In Oregon who
haveé recelved severe bites and been
able to describe in detail how It felt
McGreer was riding the range for
horses eight miles east of Antelope.
He is a Clarno (Ore.) stockman, He
dismounted at a spring to drink and
was bitten in the arm. He bas near
1y recovered, and his story, as printed
in Crook county newspapers is as fol-
lows:

“Oh, yes, I'm getting along all right;
but the snake died as a result of his
indiscretion. [I've ridden the range so
long that no reptile that bites me can
survive.

“You can say for me—and I'm an ex-
pert now—that rattlers don't always
rattle before they strike. This one
didn't. | had just got into position to
drink from tbe spring in Galliger con-
yon when the cuss struck me on the
right arm between the wrist and el
bow. It felt as though some one had
given my arm a hard jerk. The snake
hung on by his fangs. | knocked him
off with my left hand and killed him.
He had six rattles and was about 18
inches long. g

“1 immediately tore my handkerchief
into strips and bound the arm tight.
1y at wrist and elbow. | reached for
my knife, expecting to cut the wound.
When | found | did not have it with
me, | was scared. My arm did not

pain me then—It was in between my
shoulders. That negro was right who
sald It was ‘no disgrace to run when
yo's scalrt, so | got on my horse and
it out for Antelope, about elght miles
away, By the time | reached a mud
hole, about a mile from the spring, |
was having excruclating pains all over
my body, as though my muscles were
all contracting. 1 dismounted and
plunged my swelling arm iInto the
mud.

“1 think I must have been crazed by
the pain, for here 1 turned my horse
loose and started on foot for Billy Ma-
lone's house, r distance of four miles.
The only thing | remember from the
time I left the mud hole till | got to
Malone's house, was eating tobacco.
My chaps were found later about two
miles from the spring, but my hat
hasn’t been found yet.

“The horge | was riding was a good
one, and if | bad stuck to him he
would have landed me In Antelope in
20 minutes from the time | was struck

“However, as soon as | arrived at
Malone's ranch John Malone cut open
the wound and Jack Brogan sucked
out as much of the polson blood as he
could. Undoubtedly this service I1sall
that saved my life until Dr. Bower ar-
rived from Antelope, which was about
16 minutes after they telephoned for
bim. A drummer (whose name | do
not know, but who has my sincere
thanks), brought the doctor out in an
automoblle,

“It was some time after the doctor
arrived untll he got my arm to bleed-
ing. | was suffering Indescribable ag-
ony and my arm was swollen to an Im-
mense size and was a glassy blue
color. Dr, Bower worked with me all
night and 1 understand took two quarts
of blood from my arm, The doctor and
Jack Brogan took me to Antelope the
next morning, where the treatment
was continued through the day. My

Record of Madame
During Husband's
Three

Jenny Porchet
Iliness for
Years, Makes Her

Choice for Place,

Berlin.—Woman's rights, indeed!
What more could the most ardent suf-
fragette desire than to con rol the lib-
erties of scores of more men. That
is the privilege of Mme., Jenny Por-
chet, aged 51—the only officl"] woman
jafler In the worla.

Her prison lles In the pretty town
of Algle, with a population of 4,000,
L the valley of Rhone. 1t forms part
of an Imposing range of cestellated

bulldings, the most conspicuous In
that region.
Thirty rcars age Mme. Porchet

married the chief warder of the Algle
prison. When her husband became
seriously 11l she acted in his place
without the local authorities being
aware of the fact. Then after three
years' (llness, Percnet dled and the
place of chief warder becoming va-
cant applications were flled. Beveral
men applied for the post, which s
fairly well pald and many of tLhem had
excellent credentlals. Mme, Porchet,
however, presented hereelf before the
lceal comnmission, explained that dur-
ing the three years' llilness of her
husband she had carried on his du-
tiess 80 as not to lose the place, had
introduced several minor reforms
which bad strengthened discipline,

and at the same time made the pris:
oners more contented. She concluded
that she could carry on the same work
without fear or favor If the commis-
slon would support her.

“l know it is an unsual request to
make, for a woman to rule male pris-
oners and keep them in order, but [
am not frightened of a man or balf
a dozen of them.”

This statement brought smiles and
nuds of approval from the members
of the commission, for Mme. Porchet
I8 a veritable Amaron nearly six feet
In height, powerfully bullt, and in the
prime of bealth. Her face shows a
character as strong as her frame,
with powerful square jaws, a large
mouth and plercing but kindly eyes.

“Gentlemen,” she continued, “you
raay still think that if I were attacked
by a prisoner I would be helpless.
Will you kindly ask the heaviest gen-
darme on the premises to step here
80 that . can demonstrate to you what
! could and would do with a man who
dared to attack me.”

The president asked Mme. Porchet
to retire and after the commission
bad considered the matter for a quar-
ter of an hour she was Informed that
it was unanimously agreed to give
her a year's trial and If she gave sat-
iafaction the post would be a perma-
nent one,

“Gentlemen, | thank you," she sald,
“mnd | am sure that I/will give you
every satiafaction. 1 did not want to
appeal to your sympathies as | have
seven children to bring up and the
loss of the position would bave means
much to them and me.”
