Lincoln~—Deputy Warden K. D
Tavia of the state penitentiary Is dead
a8 the result of wounds inflicted by a
negro conviet, Albert Prince, Sunday
afternoon at the close of chapel exer
cisen. The offcial was stabbed gev
eral times by the negro ag he was
passing the long row of men who were
standing singing the closing hymn,
The large assembly room was flled
with convicts and vialtors and all had
risen to their feet for the last song
and benediction when Davis was at-
tacked by the negro. S8ix wounds were
inflicted In the abdominal region with
a small corn knife. The ansailant was
at once confined In the solitary cell In
the hospital bullding.

Will Delay the Appointment

Washington.—President Taft has
fecided to delay until late in the weel
the appointment of a successor to the
late Justice Harlan of the United
States supreme court. Friends of
Judge Willlam . Hook have asked
the president for more time to pre-
gent his claims and to offset the ad-
verse effect of the “Jim (Crow” law de-
cislon, in which he participated. In
the meantime various protests have
reached the White House againat the
proposed appointment of Secretary of
Commerce and Labor Charles Nagel
Thege protests have come largely from
labor organizations. the complaint be-.
ing that Secretary Nugel had heen
too liberal in his enforcement of the
fmmigration laws.
