illinols Train Held Up.

FEffingham, 111.—Train No. 11, of the
vandalin, westbound, was held up at
Tigeett, Ind,, four miles west of Terre
Haute, Ind., about %:40 Friday night.
The robbers failed to obtain any plun-
der, apparently through a mistake In
slgnals among the bandits, As the
train approached Liggett one of the
band, riding the tender, pulled the bell
cord. 'The signal was wrong and when
the train did not stop the robber
climbed over the tender and began fir-
ing at the englne &ew. One shot
knocked a cigar from the mouth of
the engineer. who jumped out of the
cab and escaped, It I8 reported that
the fireman was compelled to ald the
bandits In thelr work.
