Further Bird Notes

1 have been requested to write a bit
about increasing the birds around our
homes., Good observers testify that
they have inereased visibly since the
ciirly duys, There cun be no doubt
whout it. The two canses thot have
contributed to this end are shelter nud
food, The trees amd shirubs thut adorn
onr yurds in city wml country make
the shelter without which shy bivds
ke the Brown Thrasher, Cat Bird
and Chewink cannot be conteut and
without which the bolder birds lke the
Robin, Kingbhird, oOrloles, Grackles
and Blue Jays cannot flnd nesting
pluees  The Curdinal, Roxe-breasted
Grosbenk and Black headed Grosbeunk
are begiuning to nest in this eity.
These nre churming songsters and of
gay plumage. They tind s hearty wel-
come and will doubtless stay among
us.

The fruit that Is now cultivated »o
commonly they will share with us, in
return for the injurious insects they
destroy And who shall begradge
them their shaie of what they have
saved for us!

A few suggestions as to increasing
their number and at the same time
saving our frait will be in order.

1. Plant Russlan Mulberry trees
wherever the ground can be spared for
them, especiully along the roadsides.
They usually bear a heavy orop lusting
six weeks. It is & strunge fact that all
the fruit eatiog birds will leave the
cherries, currants, raspberrles aud
other small fruits and spend their
time in the Mulberry trees. It may
be partly because they are undisturb-
ed there, but they seem perfectly satis-
fled with them.

2, Pat a shallow, broad pan of two
to three inches of cleun water on sup
ports 3 to 6 feet high, where the birds
can drink und bathe without having to
look behind them every 3 seconds to
see if a cat is reudy lo spring upon
them, They must be uble to roost on
Ithe edge and driuk easily. It must be

kept rlenn and so should be fustened
agaiust wind, but not immovable, Bet

drink often in hot weather and will

3. Put up bird houses for Wrens
and Blue Lirds aud Martins, For our

out the English sparrow. If he fights
off the Blue bird and Muartins which
must have larger holes, simply shoot

him,
