Parcels Post by January 1.

Whashington, — Announcement was
made by Postmaster General Hiteh-
cock Thursday that the postoffice de-
pariment would be In readiness on
January 1, 1913, to put Into general
operation the recently authorized par-
cels post system. The postal express
business, which must be organized
within the next four months, will ex-
tend over more than a milllon miles
of rural dellvery and star routes and
will cover In its various ramifications
all systems of transportation of par-
cels now utilized by private express
companies, The details of the parcels
post system will be worked out by a
series of committees composed of of-
flcers and experts of the department
under the personal direction of Mr.
Hitcheock.
