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NATURE TAKES CARE OF ALL

Provides Many Natural Compasses to
Keep the Traveler Straight
on His Course,

Thoge well versed In woodcraft
point out that even in the “trackless
forests” nature provides many natural
compasses to keep the traveler
stralght in his course.

For Instance, there I8 the mature
tree that stands apart from fts fel-
lows. The bark on this tree will be
harder, drier and lighter in color on
the south side. On the morth it will
be darker and often at the roots it
will show a clump of mold or moss.
On the south side of all evergreen
trees, gum which oozes from wounds
or knot holes will be hard and amber
colored. On the north side this gum
is softer, generally dustler, and Is of
a solled gray hue. In the autumn or
winter trees that show a rough bark
have neets of insccts In the crevices
on the south side. Hardwood trees—
the oak, the ash, elms, hickories,
mesquite, etc.—have moss and mold
on the north. Leaves are smaller,
tougher, lighter in color and with
darker veing on the south. In the
north they are longer, of darker green
and with lighter veins. Bpiders bulld
on the south slde. In the south, alr
plants will attach themselves to the
north sides. Cedars bend thelr tips
to the sgouth.

Bawed or cut stumps will afford one
the compass points, Inasmuch as the
concentric rings are thicker on the
south side, The heart of the stump ia
thus nearer to the north side. These
results arg said to be due to the fin-
fluenec of the sun. BStones are bare
on the south side, and If they show
any moas at all it will be on the
north. At bLest, on the sunny slde
only & thin covering of harsh, half.
dry mosas will be found. The ground
is noisier under foot on the south side
of & hill. On the north silde ferns,
mossea and late flowers grow. When
one is in & marsh small bushes will af.
ford the lesson, Then leaves and
limbs show the same differences. Al
most all wild flowers turn their faces
to the south,
