Auy person who places the cerocass
of s dead horse ou any premises or
sny owuer or occupunt who knowiogly
permita the same to remaln thereon to
the annoysnce of any of the citisens of
| this state, is guilty of a violation of
tbo laws of Nebraaka and liable %0 »
(floe of not more than $50.80. Each
day that the carcass is allowed to re-
maln after proper notice has been giv-
en for its removal constitutes & seper-
ate offense and subject the offender to
an additional fine.

The proper way to dispose of the
bodies of desnd horses ufflicted with
any contageous disenses is to thorough-
Iy barn the dead body. You owe this
duty to your self as well us your neigh-
bor and particularly at a time Jsuch as
the preseut no persen shonid shirk
their duty iuthis rempact.  All persons
who violite tie provislons of the above
law will be liable to presecution there-
for
