The new cur- |
renoy will measure 6 by 214 Inches as |
compared with the 7.28 by 8.4 of the |
preseut notes, It will require eighteen |
months to make the change complete.

Veterinary Expert Arrives.

Dr. G, H. Udall, head of the veterin-
ary and bacteriological departments
in the New York state veterinary col
lege at Cornell university, who has
come to Nebraska for an examination
of the disease which is killing off
horses, and who came at the instance
of the Unlon Pacific raliroad, arrived
in the city and began at once an in-
vestigation. The professor has made
a specialty of diseases of animals and
is recognized as ome of the leading
experts of the country, but relative
to the new horse disease he was un-
able to express an opinion, saying
that from what he had heard nothing
llke it had heretofore appeared ia
any section of the country. He will
first seek to discover the cause and
then & remedy.
