T was In the gummer of 1874
that | made my first plunge
Into plracy, for, with all of the
trimmings and aids to decep
Hon atripped away, that was
what 1t really amounted to. 1
A not know Into just what 1
was belng  lod when 1 em-
hirked in this new enterprise,
but 1 am frank to say that It
would hove made no difference,
for a free translation of the
word “plracy” {s “ndventure of the first order,”
and that was what | was looking for,

Frank Norton, who had (nterested me in the
Chinn sen, sald we would neod the Leckwith
anil two ships to earry on the business to the
best advantage, so 1 selected the Surprise, an
Amerlean birlg, and  the Florenee, a topsall
schooner, both stout, fast ghlps. | put Loren-
#en on the Leckwith as salling-mnster, George
HBrown on the Surprise, and old Bl Heathor
on the Florence. The Surprlse took on a gen-
eral cargo for Japan and was ordered to ren-
dezvous at Hong Kong, while the Florence
loaded for Singapore. Norton and I followed In
the lLeckwith,

We reacheq Slngnpore more than a month
ahend of the Florence. Our scheme wow to
proy on the pirates who Infested the Chinn
sen, and partienlarly that part of 1t lying be-
tween Singapore, Sumatra and lorneo, which
wan dotted with Islands and beautifully suited
by nature to thelr plundering profession, and
meny were the good ships that ended thelr
erulses there, along with thelr passengers und
cerews, The Dritish government had beon try-
fog for yenrs to put an end 14 thels aperations,
but the undertaking was o Rigantic one, 1t wasg
mot until years after that it was ofliclally an-
nounced that piraey hiad been suppressed, and
plraey Is still belng enrrlod on, even to this
day, though 1n a small and desultory way,

The chief of a large seetlon of the Chinesae
piraten was old Moy Sen. a rleh Chinaman who
lved In a handsome home In Canton amd posed
as a peaceful trader

Norton argued that the plrates were hound
to keep on robbing and burning and murdering
In aplte of anyihing we could doand that we
conld derive plenty of excitement and large
profita by robbing them, Inclidentally, he eon-
tended we would put a lot of them out of buni-
ness for good and all, thus contributing to the
end desired by all natlons.

It was armanged that 1T should nose as Dr.
Burnet, a rich English phystelan who wns crula:
ing In his private yacht for his health. The
Florence and Surprise wore to carry some
general cargoes from port to port among the
fslandg, but were so to shape thelr erufses that
we could keep closely In touch with them.
They were to be glven large crews and so
heavily armed as to be safe from piratleal at-
facks, The Leckwith was to do nll of the prey-
Ing on the plrates, and the loot we took from
them was to be turned over to the other ships
at the meoting places. It was arranged that
the bulk of our loot should be sent to a firm of
Chinamen nt Singapore. whe dealt largely In
dishonest cargoes.

With the Leckwith's bunkers stuffed with
coal, we headed for the {slands in search of
plrates.

Our first experience was a profitable one. When
near the “hunting grounds” we lowered the
smokestack, got up  our ecanvas and safled
along, awalting developments,. We wore got-
ting In among the islands when we met a big
Junk which had just looted and sgcuttled a rich-
ly laden Brazillan barkentine. We made a pre-
tense of trylng to get away, but In reallty we
eased our shects to hasten matters along, When
she was close astern of us, with the wind
abeam, we luffed up, got out guns ready for
action in a jifly and, as we crossed her bows,
raked her fore and aft with our carronades,
which were londed almost to the muzzle with
slugs and nalls.

Taken completely by gurprise and with mora
than half of thelr number littering the red-
dened deck, the pirates were panle-stiricken.
Defore they could regain thelr senses we came
about ngain and gave them another broadside,
which put them at our merey. As we ranged
nlongside, keeping up a riflefire, but disdain.
ing any further use of our guns, they managed
to launch a couple of boats, and all who could
got Into them pulled for the pearest island
We took out of the junk fully one hundred
thousand dollars’ worth of specle, silk, tea,
porcelain and drugs, and then set fire to her,
leaving her to bury her own dead,

After that easily won victory we trapped
and and sank half a dozen proas and feluceis
in the same way, though with more splrited
reslstance In some cases,

We had turned our cargo over to the Flor-
ence, along with a number of wounded men,
and were back among the islunds, when early
one evening a fullrigged ship hove in sight.
She passed us. but was npot more than six
miles awny when we saw flashes that told us
she had been attacked, and we lost no time In
E0Ing to her asslstance

As wa closed In we saw a Malay felucea on
each slde of her and the pirates swarming on
her decks, with the crew putting up a brave
fight. Running the Leckwith up on her star-
bonrd quarter, we threw our men aboard and
they went at the pirates savagely from the

rear. 1 led the boarding party.

The Malays outnumbered us more than two
to one, but we went ut them with n fury that
Wis new to them and were slowly foreing them
back toward their one good bost—we had
smashed the other one to bits when we
slammed alongside—when a beautHal white
yacht came tearing up on the port quarter and
gent three bontloads of men to our nsslstance
Iu smart style  They clambered over the hows
under command of a stockily Lujlt young officer

wearing what looked ke the uniform of a
naval captain, and we had the pirates be-
ween us.

I unaerstood Inter, when [ learned who and
what they were, why these reenforcements,
ifistead of discouraging the Maloys, caused
them to Bght with renewed desperation, but
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they could not withstand
our combined rush, and .
the Inst them soon went e
over the slde into thelr Yatt

proa, which drifted away
Into the durkness when .-
they cut her looske, How- s,
ever, In the last few min-
utes  of fighting, the
Young Hritlsh officer, as
I took him to be. sus
talned o savage eut In
his right shoulder, and
after we had luld aside
our dead and given our
woundedd rough attention
I was surprised to pe
celve an  inqulry  from
him ns to whether wa
had a surgeon on board,
Taking him ahonrd the
Leckwith, T drsed his
wound on the eabin table.
I then saw that his uni-
form was that of a captain, but not of a naval
officer. He told me his name was Deverell, but
when I asked him the name of his ship he an-
swered evasively, and I had lenrned the ways
of the China sea too well to Press the question,

At SInzapore, where we dlscharged our cargo,
our ngents reported that Moy Sen wns vowling
vengeance on us for the loot we had wrested
from him and the havoe we had spread among
his fleet. We worked our way back to the
rendezvous and, after consulting with Norton, [
took my Inte= ster, Al Fen, who was half
“Chinkie” and halt Malay, from the Leckwith
and went to Hong Kong on the SBurprise to see
Just what was going on.

"The Beautiful White Devil* a woman plrate,
whom I at first regarded ns a purely fanciful
belng, came Into my life on this visit to Hong
Kong In the early day of 1876,

White walting for Ah Fen's report 1 lounged
around the hotel. Soon 1 began to hear weird
storles of & woman pirate who, while never mo.
lesting honest merchantmen, preyed merciless.
ly and successfully on the Chinese and Malay
pirates, fust as Norton and | were dolng.

It occurred to me at owee that if such a wom-
an really did exist it might have been her ship
whose captain I had attended, but I could not
make myself belleve the tales that were told
me.

Then & man enlled at my hotel one evening
and asked If an English physician was stopping
there, and 1 recognized Captain Deverell, but
he was ns formal as a stranger, and 1 Jdid not
indicate that I knew him. He asked if he could
consult with me and 1 took him to my room,
where he assumed a much more cordial alr.

“l ealled,” he sald, “to Invite you take a
crulse with me so that we may get letter ac-
quainted and I ean show you my appreciation
of your kindness.”

I packed my bag and turned it over to A man
whom Deverell summoned from the street.

I was given the cabin of the surgeon, who
had dled recently. Deverell took me to his
room and we talked until midnight.

It was considerably after elght bells before
I retired, but my sleep wns not long or heavy.
At breakfast time Deverell, wearing a smart
uniform, escorted me aft to the private quar-
ters of the queen,

In  moment the queen appeared. As she
parted the curtaing and paused in the doorway
with an alr of diffidence, 1 was transfixed by
her marvelous beauty,

“I already know Dr. Durnet,” she sald, as
she swept toward me with superb grace and in-
finlte charm of manner and extended her hand,
small and soft.

“We are headed for my retreat.” she explaln.
ed. "I should like to have you stay with us as
long as you can. [ will put you down in Hong
Kong or Singapore on three or four days' no-
tive.”

I nssured her the prospect was delightful.

On the afternoon of the third day out from
Hong Kong we ran into a group of tslands, off
to the enstward of the regular course to Sing-
apore. Just as dinner. was announced a flag
Wias waved from the bridge and 1 made out an
answering gignal on the steep side of a small
tslnnd just ahead of us, but could see no slgn
of elther a landing or an opening. Then a mes-
senger brought word that the queen was walt:
Ing dinner for me. The ship slowed down
while we were at dinner and finally the screw
8topped.  Immediately the queen lod the way
to the deck

“Thig," she sald, “Is my kingdom—without
& king. Isn't 1t beautlful "

I assured her that 1t was the most beautiful
place T had ever geen, wherein, when day
duwned, 1 found 1 had not exngperated, We
were at the head of an oval lake. perhaps a
mile and a half long, with mountalns rising
erescent-shaped around It. There wis n small
village of English cottages and native huts. On
three sldes of the lake was a4 narrow beach;
the fourth side, toward the sea, was n perpen-
dicular bluft, sixty feet or more high. [ search.
ed it for the pascage through which we had
entered the lake, but nothing could 1 see but
& bare wall of dark rock. The queen amiled
at my perplexity. “‘Wait until tomorrow,” she
laughed. “We will go ashore at sunrise.”

She appeared with the sun, accompanied by a
Dyak woman whom 1 had not seen before, and
we landed at a litle stone doek in front of the
village. All of the Inhabltants, consisting of
about Afty English and Scotch men and women,
some with sllvered locks and bent backs and
some of them crippled by the pirates, nnd near-
Iy n8 many natives, erowded the pler to meet
her, thelr manner one of the greatest affectlon

and deference. We walked through the vil
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lage, which was a model of neatness, and on
up a winding path for nearly a mile, when a
sharp turn around a flank of the mountain
brought us to & large bungalow—the palace of
the queen,

While breakfast waa belng  prepared she
made herselt more beautiful by changing her
dress of European sty¥le for a native eostume
of flowing &llk so becoming that I wondered at
her ever wearing anything else, After break-
fast she looked down at the little town and far

out to sea In silence for n long time and then .

told me the story of her life.

Her nnme, shie said, was Katherine Crofton;
her father one of (he yYounger branches of a
famlly headed by a baron. Her fiather wpe a
Heutent-commander in the Britlsh navy, and
to prevent an aceldent ho digoboyed the order
of an incompetent and arrogant supertor officer,
In a quarral that followed, her father knocked
hia superfor down and otherwige abused him,
for which he wag court-martialed and dis-
missed.

"My father was a high-gpirited man,” she
continued, “and his disgrace embittered him
ngalnst England and everything English. He
soon left home, and when we next heard from
him he was In Hong Kong. When I was about
fifteen, he wrote mother and me to take a P.
& 0. ship tor Singapore, where we would find
further instruections, When we got there father
was waltlng for us on a handsome yacht, the
Queen. 1 am still using her, Ho brought us to
to this fsland, where hd had established a small
settlement and bullt a warehouse and a ma-
chine shop for repalrs. He had taken great
pains to make his rendezvous secure from dlis-
covery, .

"When I waa not much older than nineteen
father and mother were taken desperately 111,
and he called me Into his room and made a
confession. He sald that in his hatred of the
Britieh he had turned pirate nnd had been for
all those years preving on ships fiying the flag
he despised. He had also, peeasfonally, waged
WAr on the native plrates and taken thelr loot
from them, which explained why he had fre-
quently come In with wounded men on board,
and he made me swear that {f he dled | would
continne the work he had begun, He told me
I could rely on Frank Deverell. his chief oflicer,
whom he gald he hoped 1 would some day mar.
ry."—thls last with just a trace of sareasm.
"My father died the next week and my mother
three months later.

“That was four years ago. I have kept the
oath, but the fulfillment has brought me fIn-
creasing misery, My attacks on the Rritish
flag have been few—in fact, | have given timely
asslstance to many more English ships than I
have robbed, and hundreds of thelr passengers
and crews owe their lives to me, but 1 have
preyed on the natural pirates of these waters
as ardently, perhaps, as did my father.”

After luncheon the queen and 1 set off toward
the mountaintop, nearly one thousand feet
above us, but we did not reach It, for the heat
was Intense,

“"Well, what do you think of us now?" she
asked. on our way down, after 1 had told her
how [ had spent the forenoon.

“I think enough of you 1o devote my whole
life to your gervice!" | qulckly replied.

When I came back to dinner she was walting
for me in her bower. As she came to meet me
and extended her hand she sald, earnestly and
Almost sadiy:  “I believe you were honest and
sincere in what you said this afternoon, but [
can only say ‘Thank you.' What you suggested
Is Impossible.”

In the three weeks that followed 1 urged my
love upon her with all of my determination, but
she refused to change her decision and ap:
parently was a firm in it as she was at first
It wns agreed that we should both glve up
piracy, but all of our arguments ended there
until floally, one afternoon, as we sat looking
out over the sea and talking of the ordinary
affairs of life, she sald, slowly and emphatic-
ally, “Deverell was my father's right-hand
man. I am going to take the next ship for
England, lay my case before the home secretary
and ask him for a full pardon. 1 will confess to
bim that I have taken from the pirates what
they had stolen from others. To offset that
offense 1 have hundreds of writien statementa
from people whose lives 1 have saved from the
piratés. | bellieve 1 can secure a pardon, and
it I do I will meet you with a clear consclence
and become your wife!™
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There was nothing to do but fall In with her
plan.

I knew about where to find the Florence, We
pleked her up In a few days and | boarded her
made sall 1o meet the Leckwith at the ren-
dezvous. Kate went on to Singapore, where
ghe took the next ship for England. Six
months later [ received word that she had died
suddenly there, before she had appiled for a
parilon, and the course of my Iife was changed

When I rejoined the Leckwlith, 1 told Norton
simply that I had been away on strictly private
business. A day or two later [ told him 1 had
declded to =all the Florehice and Surprige nnd
quit the business we were in. Norton, dum-
founded. advanced many arguments against
snch a conrse, and finally he lost his temper
“It may be he suggested sneeringly, “that
this s due to the fact that Moy Sen has
threniened to exterminate us. If you don't
want to fight the old scoundrel why don't you
say s0?"

That dart struck a tender spot. I would be
the last one to quite under n threat or under
fire, and Norton knew {t. *“Far from running
away from a fight of that kind,” 1 told Norton,
“I should much rather run into it. We will

cruise around awhile to see whether the Chink- !
But {t is the |

les really mean to glve ug battle,
sport of it that I want and nothing elsge, for if
it comes off It will be a great fAght.”

Nothing happened for ten days or two weeks,
We saw several junks which we could easlly
have stood up and robbed, but I wonld not per-
mit it. Then, late one evening an enormous
Junk appeared suddenly from behind an island,
She appeared to earry only a small crew, but
when we came together It seemed to me for
A moment that she had more Chinamen on
board than I had ever seen before at one time
Suddenly she swung to starboard and would
have smashed into our bow if we had not gone
full speed nstern. As she passed under our
bowsprit she threw a grapplingdron which
eaught on our port bow,

We it our baitlelamps so that they {llu-
minated our deck, where we preferred to fight
because we Knew every foot of ‘It

It was such a fight as one gets into only In
years, perhaps only once In a lfetime. The
butehery was dreadful, but the excltement of
It set one's blood ablaze. There was not a
pirate left alive on the junk or on our own
deck.

Before we had time to congratulate ourgelves
or count noses, we discovered a big steamer
almost en top of us. It was the Ly-ce-moon, the
flagship of Moy Sen's flaet, and, though we did
not know it, the old pirate chief himself was In
command of her.

The result was a repetition of what had oe- ]

curred with the crew of the junk, but it re-
quired much longer to accompish it

Gradually, but slowly at first, we got the
upper hand of them.

It was broad daylight by the time we had
thrown overboard the last of the dead China-
men and washed down the decks, after glving
our own badly wounded men such attention as
was possible under the condltions. We thought
for a time that Moy Sen had escaped, but we
found him, almost chopped to pleces, cloge to
the after-wheelhouse, with three of our men
beslde him,

On the Ly-cemoon were two teak chests,
filled with gold and sllver coln and ingots, sll-
verware, jewelry and preclous and semi-preei-
ous stones of the Orlental varlety, apparently
representing the most valuable portions of sey-
eral stolen cargoes, and these 1 allowed to be
transferred to the Leckwith, in preference to
throwing them overboard.

It then became a question as to what we
should do with Moy Sen's ships. We com-
promised the difficulty by scuttling the Junk
and putting a crew aboard the steamer. We
went to Singapore, arriving there in the early
part of 1876, as I remember {t, to cloge up our
business, and sold the pirate ship to our
Chinese agents for a third of what she was
worth.  We also sold to them, for a small part
of Its value, the loot we had taken from her,
but all of that money was divided up hetween
Norton and the crew. I held to my promise
and touched none of it.

I left the China sea behind me and never
have returned to it

After a frultless expedition after buried
treasure In Corea, we salled for Shanghal and
from there for London.

HUNTED AND KILLED.

Lanced Repeatedly—Ready Mar.
ket ls Found for the Whale-
bone, Oil and Meat.

The whalebone whale, known fn scb
ence as balaenoptera musculus, be-
longs to the family of roquals, and its
ciatching 1s one of the prineipal indus-
tries of Brazil, from Assu da Torre to
Caravellas, The whales caught along
this stretch of coast have on an ave
erage about 360 plates of whalebone
! hanging from the roof of thelr upper
[ Jaws, They average about 32 inches
' in length, and because of thelr short.
ness have little commerclal vilue.
The length of this variety of whale 18
[ from 60 to 70 feet. The largest one
taken last year gave 5,104 quarts of
oil from blubber and 412 quarts from
seraps, Its lower jawbone was 173
| feet long, and fts total length was 70

The boate used by the Drazillan
whalers are heavy, hand made affairs,
capuble of standing great straln. On

Leach slde of the prow Is attached a
hornllke projection of natural bent
wood, around which pass the ropes ats
tached to the harpoons, In a boat's
equipment are from eleht to twelve
harpoons, each attached to ahout fifty
feet of manila rope. Bach bouat alse
ciarries from two to four lances, to
which are attached lines easily cut
away, when danger threatens.

As goon as a harpoon {s thrown in.
to a whale the big creature leaps in

| the water and starts away at great
fpeed. At once the sall is lowered
and the rudder taken {n. From timae
to time the whale slackens his gpoed,
and then the line is hauled in until
finally the whale is near erough to
permit lances to be thrown fnto it.
The lances easlly penetrate the whale
and are as easily Jerked out again,
"and again the whale is stabbed with
them until a vital point Las been
struck or the whale succumbhs from
logs of blood,

When the whale is killed it is the
duty of one of the crew to dive under
the carcass and pass a rope with
which to tle up the mouth, otherwise
such a quantity of water would be tak-
en in that the whale would sink. As
Ihis usunally takes place at sea and
the whale s always surrounded by
voraclous sharks which have been at-
tracied by the blood the task requires
no little courage and skill

The whale Iz towed to the beach
and cut up, the fat being soparated
from the meat and the bones, The
blubber ig taken to an oil factory, the
meat is smoked and go finds a ready
sale at Dahia and in the country,

| On one oceasion thirteen whales
were landed at n station within thir-
ty-slx hours. The average catch dur.
Ing the inst few seasons has been from
3100 to 400 whales,
