T cannot happen In & day, nor &
month, nor a year; but one national
administration should allow time
enough to make of Washington a
standard of efMelency among clties;
a giant laboratory for munielpal re
pcarch; a finlshed product of the dis
tilled wmunlelpal wisdom gathered
here, there, and the other place, by
lewser clilen, working Independently
to find wolutions to elvie problems”

Ho says John Purroy Mitchel, presi-
dent of the board of aldermoen of New York, who.
with Henry lruere, director of the bureau of
munieipal research, hasg Just submitted to Presi
dent Wilson a plan whereby the natlonal capital
oan be used as gulde, philosopher, and friend to
all other American clties,

"There are certain fundamental procesges which
all citles must adopt, Irrespective of thelr several
forms of government,” he continues, "and it Is the
best of these, each after its kind, that we would

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cult question, at the present stage of our work,
but 1 should say that It wiil.

“We are deeply lnterested in the laying out of
citles. Much more depends on It than beauty,
valuable as that I1s. Yes, 1 think that if our plan
matures there will be no vweed for ugliness In
our cities—aut least, not that ugliness which comes
from ignorance.”

“Weo need ldeals of public service in municipal
governments, ntd we need ideals of plain buginess
efiglency. When we get them we shall begin to
havg some idea of how much a clty's goverpment
controls its whola social and political destiny,”
sald Mr. Druere,

“As a matter of fact, I suppose I do not need
to dwell at any length on the value of good mu-
nicipal administration. I am not apt to find any-
body who would dlspute the fact with me, ‘But
I think I ean allow myself to jusist upon oue fac-
tor in 1t value which I do not find to be very
widely Known

“If you say to the average man that the affairs
of the city should be conducted with as much
business sagaclity and economy as the affairs of
private industrles, he wlill

naturally say ‘yes, of

.
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course;’ but if you go fur
ther and suggeet to him
that a sound munleipal
rogime can save him more
than money and time; that
it can lift the whole level
of his social community and
that it can help to conserve
everything about him, from
his business interests to his
health and his peace of
mind, ho is apt to think
elther that you are trifling
with him, or that you lean
toward ‘paternalism’ and
ghould be subdued.

“City government should
and can be made to mean
much more than clean
streets or a capable fire de
partment. It means the es
tablishment and preserva-
tion of healthy relationships
in every phase of the city's
existence,

“It has in its hands the
health, the intelligence, and
economie capacity of every

citizen. It ean be g0 organ-

—
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like to see discovered, llnudanlln'd and codifled
in Washington.

“There In one, und only one ‘best way' for
cleaning streets; one ‘best way' for arranging
school curricula; one ‘best way' for conserving
tha public health. These ‘best ways,’ once they
are discovered and firmly established, are just us
efMcacious in one form of city governmnet as they
are in another.

“There I8 not, at the present time, one city In
this country which is systematically finding and
using the ‘best ways' for conducting Its various
municipal departments,

“We believe that the only reason for this scat-
tered and disorganized state of things lles In the
inabllity of our many citles to find a common
meeting ground on which to thrash out the good
they have discovered from the bad they have not
known how to avold.

“Ap things are at present, we offer the distresa:
ing and unnecessary spectacle of a whole people
struggling with a universal problem In sporadic
patehes, Incoherent and unrelated; and of a na-
tlon which has falled to make common cause.
among its separate parts, of a question which s,
more than almost any other, a national one.

“We necd cooperatlon, We need concentration.
We have fatled o establish a central reservolr for
the knowledge, independently come by, of the
many citles solving thelr diMeultios o thelr own
way: we have falled to provide u eentral souree
to which these cltles, besct by problems they are

pot able to solve, can come for help
“The arrangement Involves a foollsh waste
Here are countless clties all over the country,

privately setting to work to muke
credit to thelr day and generation, which follow
an uncharted way to excellence in some one or
two particular branches of government

“"One city learns, we'll say, how o run a fire
depariment with the minlmum of waste and the
maximum of efficlency. Another turns up a good
working solution of checking the spread of dis
ease, Still another learns how (o lay paveuments,
and another how to conduct ite gchools.

“Each of these citles has discovered for itself
& fact of primary lmportance to all eltles; yet
they canmot give It even to their nelghbors, be
cause they have no official pluce of exchange!

“The situation Is as wbsurd as that which ob-
tained in the dawn of economie Interrelations,
when every man caught and cooked his own food,
propared the skins for his own clothing, and was,
in every phase of his activities, sufficient unto
himself,

“Now what we want to do s preclsely analogous
to the secondary economlic period, when two men
divided their labors, and one caught and cooked
for uourishment for two, and the other per-
formed a like service in clothing the pair. Each
balved his effort, and doubled his result,

“It is, in fact, remarkable to me that this much:

themsclves a

necded cooperation among cities all striving to-
ward the sume end has not been undertuken long
ago, Perhaps It 18 because heretofore the rank
und file have not realized how much power for
good does lle In clty government, and how pos-

«gible It I8, by a sane and rational use of this

power, to lid the world of countless burdens

“Weo have evolved, It seems to me, & very prac-
ticable and sensible plan. You will find, in the
report which we have sent to President Wilson,
that we ask firat for a survey of the city looking
to a precise knowledge of just what it needs, and,
second, for the prestdent’'s (nfluence to be put
upon the three commissioners of the Distriet of
Columbia to have put into practice there all the
valuable things discovered in all the American
cltles.

"By this means, we hope to produce a scheme
of government for Washington which will not only
meet Its own needs, but will, by its adoption else
where, work a similar benefit.

“The importance of the preliminary survey
must not be overlooked. We do not want to go
down to Washington and counstruct an ‘ldeal eity’
ont of some man's bead. We want to find, by
the most serupulous and exhsustive search, what
it 18 that Washington stands most In need of;
and we propose to supply her luckas by means of
the fnformation we have collected In other cities

"That 1 to say, we do not want to do it our
solves, Mr. Bruere and myself have no ambition
1o get the Job, nor even the supervisfon of It
We waut merely that President Wilson will find
us reasonable enough-—und promleing enough—to
st ont along the lines we have suggested, and
that when the need arises for expert service in
the exeeution of the plan, he will be able to geot
the hest bralng of the country to assist him,

"Wl the project we have outlined affect the
physical pspeet of elties?

Some of these wants
will best be supplied with the co-operation of pri.
vaté enterprise. Satisfaction of others necessarily
will be deferred until methods to meet them can
be evolved or additional sources obtalned. But
it should become the city's business to have them
supplied either by public effort or private effort,
under terms and conditions that will adequately
protect the publie Interest.

“Granting these things, then—and they have
been pretty well established ns fact by the work
of the burcau—Iit would seem that even If city
government along constructive lines were difficult
to got it would be worth making a fight for. Dut
weo In this country are in the position of standing
starving in the midst of plenty for lack of the
enterprise to reach out and take what we need.
Countless cities all over the country, even ham-
pered as they are by want of codified and acces-
gible traditions and precedents, have contributed
out of thelr dearly-bought experiemce lmproved
and tested methods of conducting & eity. These
methods are In practice now In thesge several
citles. Many more’ would come in thelr turn if
guillclent luterest were aroused, but even without
walting we have an embarrassment of riches
fit to our hand, ’

“And vet, fn all the United States, there I8 not
one governmental bureau of loformation, not one
pyvallanblo sourece of finding out these things under
elther state or federal government, When a man
goes Into office and s blealistie enough and en-
thusglastlie cpough to want to 011 his oMce well,
and with hopefit to him and it, he must write to
the bureau of munleipel rescarch here, a private
ageney, and ask what he may do. We are here
for that purpose, It 18 true, and we are working
with migit and maln to prepare ourselves for his
questions; but the fuet remalns that he should
he Instructed under the authority of the govern
ment of which he ls a part, and not by an Inde
pendent and unoffeinl bureau,

“Now you will begin to see why we are so anx
fous that Presldent Wilson will agree to our sug
gestions about Washington,

“Thero, in a eity already under federal control,
where local polities do not exist, and where na-
tlonal polities are not subject to yearly or bi-
yearly upheavals—there is the finest kind of an
opportunliy for putting theory to the test of
practice.

“There |1s the whole machinery of federal gove
ernment to conduct a rescarch for which we
would have to pany millions of dollars, and for
which they would not have to pay a cent, and to
conduct it under men tralned to observe and to
co-ordinate significant and important facts.”

“l enllsted in November, 1862," he
sald, “and 1 was not fifteen years un-
til Docember 22, 1 was under fire
less than a month after 1 had been
mustered into the service, My regl
ment, the Bixty-fourth Illinols, was
at Decatur, Ala., in March and April,
and then went Into the Atlanta cam-
palgn. I was wounded first at
Reseca, again at Kenesaw  mountain

G0OD TIMES IN CANADA

BUSINESS PROSPERING, TRADE
INCREASING AND FINANCES
IN GOOD SHAPE.

The present tightening up of money
must not be looked upon as being io
any sense brought about by financial
stringency. It is really more a period
of stock-taking resorted to by the
banks to ascertain the true condition
of the finances and trade of the coun-
try. Legitimate business enterprises
are not affected. Throughout the
Btates there are those who if allowed
to continue borrowing, would inev-
ftably be a means towards precipl
tating something a good deal worse
than they feel now. In Canada, the
conditions are excellent, and it is
pafe to say bueiness was never bet-
ter. The pulse of trade Is carefully
watched by the Finance Department
of the Dominion government, and It
is lluminative to read portions of the
nddress of Hon, W, T. White, the
Fluance Minister, delivered a few days
ago before the House of Commons.
Mr., White's remarks are in part as
follows:

“It falls agreeably to my lot to ex-
tend wmy most hearty congratulations
to the House and the country upon
the prosperous conditions which It
continues to be our good fortune to
enjoy. 1 am happy to announce that
the outcome of the last fiscal year,
which ended on March 31, will prove
even more satisfactory as reflecting
by far the highest pitch to which our
national prosperity has yet attained. 1
have every expectation that when the

| books are closed, it will be found that

the total revenue will have reached
the splendid total of $108,250,000, or

| an increase over the year 1911-12 of

over $32,000,000. Some Indication of
the magnificent growth of the Domin-
fon may be gleaned from the fact that
this Increase in revenue during the pe-
riod of one year almost equals the en-

| tire revepue of the country seveoty

years ago.

“The auzment’tion of revenue to
which I have referred Las not been
frregular, epasmodie or intermittent
