SEEKS TO CREATE IMMUNITY

Movement In Plttsburgh to Gombat
Tuberculesis by Safeguarding the
Health of the Bablea,

+ An Interesting experiment for the
purpose of creating Immunity agalnst
ftuberculosis is being tried in Pltts-
'‘burgh under the directign of the Tu-
berculosls league of that city. Dr.
William Charles White, medjcal di-
fector of the league, says it will prob-
ably take ten years beforg definite re-
‘sults of the work will be appreciated,
The experiment Is being canducted on
the theory that much, if got sll, tuber-
culosis Infection begins in childhood.
In view of this fact, the league Is aim-
ing to supervise the growth of every
baby born for the next tep. years in
the South side district of Pittshurgh,
The bables and their mothars will be
taken in charge at the birth ol the in-
fant, and everything possible’ will be
done to increase the resisting power
of the child to disease and to make it
thereby immune to tuberculosis infee-
tlon. The theory of the soclety Is
that by fortifying the body In the
earllest perlod of a child's life, the In-
fant will, In most cases, become im-
mune to the with. which he-
redity and environment may threat-
en it

Bince the appointment of Mr. An-
raku as the msuperintendent .of the
Metropolitan Police bureau, instrue-
tions have been given to the chiefs
of the police stations in the city In
connection with the better treatment
of the public, In order to preveat un-
necessary ill feellng on the part of
the people. The new superintendent
has issued another Iinstruction to
modify the language used by the po-
lice to a more polite form.

hi!” or “Here! here!” These utter
ances will be replaced with more po-
lite and gentle words, such as “Moshl,
moshl,” or “Halloo!
