The National Conservation Congress.

Washington, D. C. Oc¢t, 15 Throngh
an annnoncement made here today it
became known that the National Con-
serviative Congress has arranged to
establish an organization in every
state for the first time in the history
of the Conservation movement. The
state organizations are to be under the
directions of the Congress and are
being formed under a policy that will
give powerful impetus to the state
work of the nationnl body. Plans
tave been made for nation-wide activ-
ity by the state organizations prior to
the Fifth session of the Congress which
is called to meet in Washington
November 18, 19 and 20,

Through the machinery thus created
the Congress expects to be nble to set
in motion in the various states con-
erete plans for putting into practical
effect the conservation principles for
which the Congress stands, Here-to
fore the Congress has contented itself
for the most part with working up
public sentiment through its annual
meetings. In this it has been highly
successful, Each of the four great
anonl meetings of the body has had a
uoticeable effect on sentiment and
legislation.

The Coungress is already powerful in
its function as n olearing house among
the state Conservation Commission
and the Conservation committees of
viarious nationsl organizations. Thru
these, and partienlarly the latter, it
has been able to exert great influenows.
President Charles Lathrup PPack feels
that its scope shounld become still
broader. To thisend he has caused
the state organizationsto be perfected,
inch state organization will con-
sist primarily of a state vice president
and a state sccretary. Contraay to
custom these officials will not be mere
figureheads, Aotive men of known
influence have been selected and are
committed to edergetic applieation to
the work in hand,
