Usually there are from
twelve to fifteen Amerioan and Cana-
dian Colleges enterad In this contest
Consequently the winhing of first
place Is quite an honor, The teAm that
represants Nebraskn this year is the
strongest that the University has ever
turned ont and a creditable showing
at Chicago is assured. Professors
Bliss and Gramlich of the Animal
Husbandry Department secompanied
the team on Ita trip.

Following the custom of former
years the Animal Hasbandry Depart-
ment will send an exhibit of steers to
Chioago to he entered In the fut ateer
classes of the Intsrnational Live Btock
Exposition. Twelve animals represent-
ing the Short-Mlnrn, Angus, Hereford
and Galloway Breeds will be shown,
The University first exhibited ateers
in Chicago in 1901. Since that time ap-
proximately two bundred ribbons have
been won, including one grand cham-
plonship, eighty firsts and champlon-
ships, and fifty secoud prizes Ne-
braska steers in demonstrating their
superiority as meat producing snimals
have at the same time demonstrated
the ability of the Nebraska ration of
home grown corn and alfslfa to pro-
duce the highest quality of beef.
