CAPITAL MOTES.

Bpecial Dispatches to The Bea. P
The last oabinet session under the
present administration, was held yer-
terday afterncon.

THE EXTRA SESSION,

The first Cleveland troops which
sccompanied (Garfield as sn escort ar-
rived on another section of the train
on which he srrived, and at once pro-
ceeded to their quarters. Gen. Gar-
feld, accompanied by hia wife, called
at the executive mansion shortly after
eleven o'clock, and joioed the presi-
dent and his family in their private
patlor shortly afterward. The presi-
dent and Gen. Garfield retired for a
brief consultation on the subject of
convening the senate in extra seasion,
and It was decided to eall the session
for the fourth of March. The presi-
dent will accordingly issue his procla-
mation to that effsct. Gen. Garfield
deems it proper that the usual cus-
toms should b3 observed in convening
the extra session. The republicans
can easily reorganiza the senate after
the new senator from Wisconsin has
arrived. It is stated, however, that
the democrats will seccre an adjourn-
ment before that time, and prevent
the republicans from securing control
until December next, trusting that
something or other may trauspire in
the meantime to prevent it evon at
that time.

CABINET MAITERES,

Neithor Conkling or Blains wers In
their seats to-day, and this gave rise
to a report that they were in consul-
tation with Garfield. It Is expected
cabinet matters will come to a crials
epeedily. A prominent senstor sald
he expected at least fcur cabinet
places would be settled by Wednes-
day evening, the special execative
session of the senate héving
baen called for Friday next. Itis be-
lieved that the president-elect has vir-
tually determinad upon several mem-
bers of his csbinet, and that their
names will be cant in at once, Itis
rumored that Senator Windom will
be secratary of the treasury, and there
are many reasons for believing the
ramor not to be wholly groundless.
It is known that the new secrelary
must come from the west, and Sena-
tor Windom is as well fitted for the
position as any candidste mentioned
from that rection. It is also known
that Mr. Garfield does not wish to
bring into his administration any of
the quarrels of the present one, and
the selection of Mr. Windom ean give
no offense to any wing of the party.
He was himself & candidate for the
presideniisl nomiuation befora the
convention which selacted Garfield,
and Incurred no ill will from the sup-
porters of any of the candidates
With hls known sympathy with the
viows of the president-elect in money
matters, thers seems to be no good
reason to doubt that"he will be made
Garfield’s minister of finance.

CONGRESEMEN INTERVIEWED ON THE
FUNDING BILL.

Efforts were made last night to ob-
tain some expression of opinion from
congressmen on the funding bill, with
the following result:

Said Mr. Fobinson, of Mass.: *‘I
am, of course, In favor of a 3} per
cent refanding bond, but if Mr. Carl-
isle’s mection was eliminated from the
present bill, T don't think it would be
a bad measure.”

Said Mr. Fcye, of Malne: “We
can’t refund the debt of 1881 at 3 per
cent. I adhere to my original opin-

ion to that effect. The loan author-

lzed by this bill cannot be floatod at
par. Ii the rate was 34 per cent, and
the Carlisle section was out, it wonld
be a good biil.”

8sid Mr. Hawley, of Conn.: “I am
for the 334 per cent bond, of oourse;
bat I do not approve of the 3 per cent
fmtll;:;f"agiution to defeat the fund-
Said Mr. Tucker, of Va,: **We can
refund at 3 per cent without diffical-
ty.

A‘ter the amendments had been
offered, the speaker inquired whether
separate votes were demanded.

WasaiseroN, March 1—4 p. m.—
There were no incidents of special
note last night. After passing Altona
the president eloct and party rested
quietly and comfortably. At Harris-
burg where they arrived at 3:20 a. m.
thiere was a atop of about 16 minutes,
the longest made at any statlon after
leaving Mentor. Tneve the secretary’s

car which had been in the
middle of the traln was puot
at the front, the president’s

car remaining st the rear. There were
few people, save railroad employes, at
the depot. From there, the run was
made to Baltimore without stop. The
train reached Baltimore a’ 7:30 a. m.
and romained there about 1b6minutes
whilzaa fresh engine was brought to the
front of the train.

Gen. Garfield, about 7.30, emerged
from his bed room, smiling and bid-
ding his friends geod morning in his
cheerful manner, remarking on the
brightness of the weathor, which was
in marked contrast withthe snowstorm
through which the train passed vearly
all day yesterday. At eight o'clock
coffes and plain lungh were served
the family and guests, treak-
fast being postponed until they
arrived at Washington, From Balti-
more to Washington there were few
fncidents of interest. At a few
minntes before nine o’clock the con-
ductor notified Gen. Garfield that the
traln was nearing Washington. Wraps
weore adjusted, overcoats put
on and at 9:00 the train halted.
The conductor cried Washington, and
the preeident-slect with his venerable
mother leaning upon his arm descend-
od from the rear platform of the car
and scknowledged the presence of the
inauguration committee aa he passed,
and led the way {o the depot.

IN W2 SHINGTON,
Special Diepatch to Tea Bxm.

WasnivaroN, March 1,4 p. m.—
Gen,Garfield and party arrived in this
city at 9 o'clock this morning. All are
well.

The crowd at the depot was not so
large nor enthuslastfc as might have
been expected, owing to the fact that
the exact hour of errival was not gen-
erally known, and because of cold
and also becauze Gen. Garfield had
expressed a wish that there shounld be
no formal demonstration at the depot.
His reception was of a very informal
character, a committee of cltizens be-
ing the ouly body to recelve him.

A detachment of police kept the
passage way open through the crowd,
and when Gen. Garffeld alighted from
the traln he was escorted to his car-
riage. He walked throogh the de-
pot arm in arm with his mother,
who was at once taken in charge by
Webb C. Hayes. A carriage wes
waliting for her, and she waa driven
directly to the executive mansion as
the speelal guest of President and
Mrs. Hayes. Tha presidential
party was hailed with cheera,
aud clapping of hands as they were es-
corted through the depot. They
were escorted t> the carringes and
driven at once to the Riggs house
whers a speclal esuite of apartmeuts
bad been prepared for them,
General  and Mers. Garfield
retired at once to their rooms, since
which time they have been resting
quistly. For the pastthree days the
committee in charge of the decorations
have been busily engagad In complat-
ing the arches erected of Pennsyl-
vania Avenue,decorating public build-
ings, ete., and preparing for tho grand
display on inauguration day.

Thers was no demonstrtion at the
depot when Garfield arrived, and but
few persons were waiting at the de-
pot.

There Is n great feeling of relief among
politiciana that Garfield is here, and
he will have no end of callers during
the next forty-eight hours, Cabinet
