Impertant Meeting of the
State Board of Agri-
culture.

New Premiums Offered—Re-
quest to the G. A. R.

The board of managers of the state
board of agricultare met at 9 o'clock
yesterday at the Withnell Hotel
There were present, Messra, J. T.
Olarkson, of Schuyler, J. C. McBride,
of Lincoln, G. W. E. Dorsey, (chair-
man), of Fremont, J. F. Kinney, of
Nebraska City, C. C. H. Walker, of
Bloomington, A. D. Williams, of
Hastivgs, and OChris, Hartman, of
Omaha, §

The committee previously appointed
to draft an expression on the graln
inspection of Illinois reported as fol-
lows, the secrotary being instructed to
send a copy of the rsport to A, M.
Wright, of the OChlcago board of

trade.

Resorvep, By the berazd of man-
sgers of the state buard of agricul-
ture of the state of Nebraska, that
the effort being made by the board of
trade of the city of Caleago to correct
abuses in aud about the inspection of
grain received In that city has ounr
sympathy snd we fully concur in the
movement that has been Inangurated
to give to the producers of grain In
this state a £air and impartial grading
of all their products. Nebraska be-
ing a grain producing state and our
people being deeply Interested in this
movemsent, we earnestly ask that the
petition presented by the committes
of the board of trade may be granted.

The followingjwas unanimously con-
curred in by the board, the secretary
was instructed to to transmit a copy
of the same to the commanding offi-
cer of the G. A. R. In Nebraska:

Gestiemes—We regret to notlce
that the meating of the Grand Army of
the Republicencampment Is appointed
for the time thata large portlon of
our county fairs will be held as pre-
paratory to conveying their exhibits
to the state fair Seprember 12. We
beg also to state that the arrange-
menta for the state falr have proceed-
ed =0 far that it is now impossible to
change its tlme. " In view of thess
facts we reapectfully ask If it will be
practicable for yon to so change the
time of your eacampment as to avoid

thi= clashing of our meet-
inga and interests, which wonld
be injarious to all par-

tlos concerned, and particularly to
the agricultural interests of the state.

Judge Kinney offered the follow-
ing resolution which was adopted:

ResoLeep, That in the exhibltion
of stock for premiums that the super-
intendent of stock be instructed to
exclade from the arena all persons,ox-
eapt the judges on stock and the per-
sons In charge; and that Inno cise
shall members of the state board of
Agricultnre be admitted within the
arena during the exhibitlon and
awards,

Resolved, That a purse of 8150 be
offered for gentlemen’s roadsters, con-
fined to horses that are not and have
not been used for racing purposes,
s»id horses to be driven to wagon and
by the owners of said horses, the
money to be divided as follows: 875
to the first, $40 to the second, 20 to

entrance fee of 10 per cont. to be paid
on entering, Laid over until next
meeting.
