TEE LATE ADMINISTRATION.

The four years sdministzation of
Ex-president Heyes will ever be
classed 88 oe of the purest
and best imn the  political
history of the United EStates.
Entering the White Houze amid
the trying clrcumstances of a dis-
puted electoral vote, enduring
througbout his term of office the con-
stant snd unwearying hostility of an
opposition who held control of the
legislative branch ¢f the government,
and hampered in the execation of his
policy by a factions antagonism in the
ranks of hisown pacty, the ex-presi-
dent bas nevertheless left his impress
for good upon our national politics
and retires with a record of which
no American neod be ashamed.

Four years ago, when the
relns of government were given
kinto the hands of Presiden Hayes, the
ceuntry was etaggering under the
effects of financial, commercial and in-
dustrial depression. A depresmated
currency wasstill in circalation,eleven
years after the clcse of the cimlstrife
which called it into extstencz. Amer-
ican industry was producing but helf
its capacity, our mills and furnaces,
forges and looms wera workingon re-
daced time. Our laborera snd me-
chanics were earning reduced wages
snd our merchants receiving reduced
interest on their business investment.
The lste administration found the
republioan party disorganized and In
shopeleess msjority in the national con-
gross, The reckioss extravagance of the
preceding administration, corruption
in public office and countless scandals
among office holders some of which
had stained the skirts of the ontgoing
members of the eabinet, the dishonett
distribution of federal patronsge as
the reward of persinal service to con-
gressmen and eenators had created
within the ranks ot the party an op-
posing element. Itconverted a three-
fourths republican msjority in con-
gress to a helpless minoriiy and
alienated from the pariy thousands of
its former supporters and a number of
its founders. President Hayes enter-
ed apon the discharge of his duties by
calling around him a body of advisors
of high reputation, ackcowledged
ability and unguestioned integrity.
Every branch of the public service
has felt their influence for good. The
nation at large owes a greater debt of
gratitude to the late secretary of the
traasury than it can cver repay. Re-
pumption of specie payments snd
financial, commercial and industrial
stabillty have taken place since the
dark days when the administration of
Presldent Hayes first came in power.
The clvil service has never pressuted
a purer and cleaner racord than dur-
fog the past four years and carplng
foreign criticlam has been forced in-
tos tone of outspoken praise when
the subject of the govenment, the
financial or industrisl condition of
the United States has been under its
dliscusslon,

To his own party the late
sdministration has baen of equal eer-
vica. It found ths republican party
disorganized and woak from a drawn
battle in which congress had been lost
and the presidoncy hardly won. It
leaves it omce more in control of
the legislative branch of the naticnal
government, strong in the confidence
of the people of the union and with
s chief execulive whose tenure of of-
fice cannot be questioned. It leaves
it with a party from which the most
corrupt of its leadars and hanchmen
have been dethroned, with factional
estrangement almost eradicated and
with an executive fully in hsrmony
with the best elements of republican-
ism. To the record made by the ad-
ministration of President Hayes more
than to any one other canse was due
the triumphant election of General
Garfield, and the repablican party
will ba indeed "ungrateful if they fail
t2 recognize his great services in their
behalf.

That the Iste administraticn
made serious mistakes canaot detract
from the praise which is justly due it.
Had President Hayes and his cabi-
net accomplished nothing more
than resumption and the revival of
buosiness which followed its cperation,
history would not have neglected the
recitel of the event s oue of the great
eras In our nationel anrpalz. But to
this must be added the remarkable
tunding operstions of Secreiary Sher-
man, the maintenance of peace st home
and abroad, the elevation and purifics-
tlon of the civil service in all its
branches, When these sre taken into
consideration, no fair and unbisssed
cllizen of the country will deny that
the late administration gave up the
government, leaving behind them & re-
cord no less creditable to themselyes
‘han honorable to the whole nation
whose Intercsts for four years they
watched and adm!nistered with abi-
lity, fidelity snd spotless integrity.
