ROWES HURTS.

Dollars Damages.

A Receipt in Full Set Up By
the Defendant.

A rather curious case has for the

past two days been on trial in the

actlon is brought by James A. Howe,
s lsborer residing In Parker's addi-
tion, against Mr, Soyder, the hard-
ware man, for personal injuries al-
leged to have been received through
the Iatter's negligence, and the dam-
ages claimed are ten thousand
dollars.

It appesrs that on a certain day in
September, 1878, Howe was standing
near the sidewalk, on the north side
of the postoffice building, where he
was engaged in tightening the saddle
girth or. his horse, which stood un-
hitched near the sidewalk. While
thus engaged, Snyder drove upin a
phaeton snd scoidentally ran the
shafts against Howe's horse. The
frightened animal whirled and
siruck his master in the breast
front fest, and ss
the latter fell he gave him a kick in
the small of the back with hie hind
feet. Howe was knocked insensible
and was taken home, where he was
confined to his house for several daye.
The horse was injured in the side by
the shafts, and was, it is cldimed, ren-
dered unfit for fature usefulness.

When Howe gol about sgain he
called on Snyder with a friend and de-
manded the value of the horse, which
was refused, and thereupon he
brought a suit in a jusiice's court for
the animal's velue, which was com-
promised by his attorney for twenty-
five dollare and a receip: iv fall given,

At that time the pisintiff says he
did not koow thst he had received
personal injuries but that the subse-
quently lesrned that the blows from
the horee's hoofs had permanen:ly in-
jured him. He next brings a suit in
the district court as stated.

The defendant sets up as a defense
the recelpt in full glven before the
justice and clsims further that the
msn’s condition st the present time
arises from exposure aund a disease
which it is not necessary to meotion.
Howe hae, it is said, been employed in
getting out ice and from exposure and
bard work has & kind. of combined
rheumatic-neuralgle, ete. diseaze,
which the defendant claims 15 in no:

the Missouri May Not
Wait for April.

News From the Up-River

Towns,

Tae weather for the past few days
has been such as to indleate an early
breakiog up of the icy fetters which
have so long held the Missourl in
check. It has been thawinz steadily,
and the water is flowing in thousands
of little rills upon the surface of the
river, while from the north a con-

stantly Increasing flood is reported.

We are informed that not only do
the Union Pscific folks feel apprehen-
sion for the safety of their bridge but
that the new bridge of the B. & M.,
at Plattsmouth is believed to be in
danger. The condition of sffairs above
is thus stated by The Sioux City Jour-
nal:

THE COMING RISE,

The reports received from up river
indicate that a break up is iminent an-
less there be a change in the weather.
A telegram received from Fort Sully
said that the river had risen six feet
there within the past few days. This
is supposed to include the rise of four
feet at Pierre previously reported. A
teiegram from Springfield mentions a
rise of four feet at that point.

From Yankton comes the news of
an additional eighteen Inch rise on
top of the rise previously reported,
making three feet in all. At latest
accounts the water waa still coming up
at the rate of an inch an hour at
Yankton. The bottom of the Helens,
the boat on the Yankton ways nearest
the water, was partly out and in pro-
cess of being repaired. It was fixed
up just in time with lumber from
the other boate, just before the
workmen were driven out by the ris-
Ing water.

GETTING READY,

The coming rise may be expected to
put in an sppearance at this city to-
day. The St. Paul folks will thla
morning begin the work of taking op
their winter bridge preparatory for
the going out of the ice. The repairs
on the hull of the Niobrara have been
finlshed, and that boat is ready for any
water that may come. The ferryboat
Bennett, the railroad transfer presi-
dent and the light steamer Minnie H
have all been cut loose from tha ice,
and sre ready for a ght or a foot race,
River men are of the oginion that the
rise that is 0 near comes from the
Black Hills streams via the Cheyenne
river, and is not from the valley of the
Missouri.

The river at this city continnes to
rise at the slow rate of one inch per
twenty-four hours The water on the
ice next the Iowa side was rather
deeper than on the day previous. The
crossing was alive with teams, and

‘there scams to be an idea among the

Nebraska people that the end of the
lce is near.

Building Projects.

He will put
his building onlot 1, of block 151,and
in time will also improve lhe rest of
his newly purchazed property in the
immwediate vicinity. He also pro-
poses to build a handsome residence
this year in the northesst part of the
city.

Mr. C. C. Housel will build a busl-
nees block on thelot adjoining Creigh-
ton Hall to the west, on Farnham
street this scason.

Five thoosaud dollars will be in-
veeted by Mesers. Chapman and Iler,
who recently purchased the old Coz-
zens house, in reconstructing it and
msking it the finest as well as the
largest hotel in the city.

Sam. Burns and John B. Ellison &
Sone, of Philadelpls will build in
uniform style on the adjoining lots
owned bythem on Farnham street,
between 13th and 14'h, ocoupied by
the Lang and DeGroat buildings. The
plans contemplate a three-story build-
ing, with stone trimmings, galvanized
cornices and all the modern improve-
ments, Mr Borns’ main floor will
rise with a slope of about three feet
from front to rear, to give facilitiea for
handling goods and a chancd for die-

play.
