Every Bridee From Indianola to
Red Cloud Washed Away.

Millsand Bridges Aggregating |
Near $100,000 Gone to
the Big Muddy.

The City's Bridge.
Repabiicun Ciiy Enterprize,

The breaking vp of the ice in the
Republican river at this polnt was di-
eastroua to the interests of Republi-
cau City, earrying out the southern
aud centraapan of tha bridge. A gorge
formed abont a hondrad mwiles up tha
river on Toesday and broke, the flood
of water and lmmense 8skes of ice
struck the Republican City bridgo
with terrible foree abont 6 o'clock,
suapping the piles beneath the south-
eru epsu as if it wera pipe-stems, the
span seitling immadiately on the ico
and going down with the gorge,

A few minutes aftermard another
bank of icsand water swopt down and
cartied away

THE CENTER SPAN
and the road of plank between the
northern and eenter one, and down
they weot with a crash.

Within the space of half an Loar |
the river rose about five feer, but com-
menced falling after the gurge passed.
Had high water withouot ice came on,
the bridgze would haye remsined, but
ice piling up from ten to twenty fect
liigh, being carried along with a flood
of water, there was no restraining its
forca. Persons on the river bank at
the time of the wash-out eaid one
could see the gorge coming down the
river at & fong distance, OCakes of
ice would shoot up in the air for ten or
twenty feet, and the roar waslike that
of a hurricane

For a dry-weather bridge it was a
succese.  For a bridge that should
withstand the shocks and damsge of
floods,

IT WAS A FAILURE,

The texpayers of Harlan coonty
gave bonds for a good bridge. The
commissioners &8 the servents of the
peopla were supposed to have & good
bridge built. They paid $9,000 forit,
or they promlsed to pay that mueh for
it. Now, there is a remnant «fa
bridge, in a bad loeation, to show for
£9,000. If the bridge had been
buiit as high as the Riverton bridge is
from high water mark, the ice of
Tuesday would not have taken it cut.

Wednesdsy, citizens were down the
river.

SEARCHING FOR THE BRIDGE,
hoping to find it run azhore at some
of the sharp bends in the river, but
nothing was found, and the rumcr
existed that it was lodged on the rail-
road track west of Naponee. Tha
rumor was falze.

On Thursday Messrs, 0. A. Luco
and C. F. Miller took a wagon and
drove to Naponee, where they learned
that a portion of the bridge had
lodged south of town. They drove
the team throngh water abouta foot
deep across the flat land, and found
the center span high upon lacd, and
in good shape, only one of the end
braces being breken. The gentlewen
think it can be taken to pieces, snd
the entire struclure saved and puat to-
gether again, Nothing was scon or
heard of

THE LARCEST SPAN,
and it is thought to be packed in the
gorge below where the centre azan was
found.

Several planks were found piled on
the bridge, lscking as though they hed

bsen torn from the bridge for the pur-
e of bulag tehvu ewsy.  Ooops Word

taken on yesterday to prevent parties
at or near Naponee from =piriting
awny any of the bridge.

It is thought the other span will be
recovered as soon as the gorge below
goes out.

OTHER VICTIMS,

The bridgs at Alma is = ved in a
dsmaged condition, The thoughtfal
residents of that town wok a tumble
to the racket up the river, and, by
larinting it, kept it from going ont
with the ice. It laysalong the river
bavk fsstened down with muod and
sand. The people of that place are
wide awako tu the necessity of having
a bridge, and it ia reported will im-
mediately replace the ons in the
river.

BRIDOES, MILLS AND ROAD BED GONE.

The bridge at Bloomington is gone,
and i* believed to have sunk as soon |
as it left the abutmeats.

The Naponee bridge was taken out,
and it fa thought suik a few yards
from the foundations.

The mill at Oclea.s, owned by Om-
stead & Co., was ‘completely under-
mined, and was on Thursdsy expected
to fall in the river.

SU¢ERIOR SUNFERS

. THE EEPUBLICAN RIVEK BRIDOE GOES

OUT ON THUBSDAY NIGHT,
Superior Gaide,

Eurly on Thursday morning, March
3rd., the immenss body of ice, which
Lins lain dormant in the Rspublican
river for mouths began Lo give signs
of breaking up, and the news was
flashed over the wires from points
along the B. & M. R, R. west towards
the headwaters of the Republican
that bridges were going out along the
river from Indiancla eastward. The
news was quickly givea to Saperior
by P. P. Bonnell, cur efficient rail-
ruad agent, and in & short time large
nombers of our citizens repaired to
the bridga and began operations for
ita salvation. Ice was broken above
the bridge and a channel opened for
the passage of the gorge from above.

All that conld be was done to se-
cure the bridge; all worked with a
will from early morning until the
shades of night put an end to their
Iabor, aud nothing could ba done but
to patiently await the result. About
9 o'clock the tremendous mass of ice
came craching and tesring madly along,
sweeping everything before 1t. The
bridge gave way in spite of all the
precautions taken for its safety and
three spans of the beautiful strocture
were swept irresistably down atream.
Near the mouth of Oak creek it again
began to gorge and obstruct the flow
of water 1n the main channel; thus
demned the river rapidly began rising
and In less than an hour the
waters were forced out of the banks
and spread over the surroundivg coun-
try. Atdaylight on Friday the water
covered the entire bottom for milea
completely isolating the dwellings of
Mr. Webster and Sprague; during the
evening Messrs, Adams Bros. fearing
for the safety of their stock corralled
near the river bank, got several men,
and went down to secure the animals
on higher ground, while there the wa-
ters surrounded and completely cut
them off from all communiecation with
the msin land, and they were forced
tospend the dreary hours of Thuraday
night upon a little spot of ground,
which was liable at any time to be
be submerged. Mr. Richard Welis
and his family, who were living
at the corral were also cat off from es-
cape and passed the mnight on the
roof of their stable. Early on Friday
morning the work of building a boat
was commenced and willing hands
svon cocmpleted it, bat before it could
be taken to the river and launched
Me Henry Sprague had succesded in

et Ao peiwcsscad WEVL @ MOZUL
and team, and the pleasing intelligence
ot their safety waa trapsmitted to
town, and about noon all were safely
housed from the danger, Hundreds
of tons of hay sre under water cast
and west of town, and the loss of
property aside trom the bridge is very
large.

At noon word was bronght that the
family of Mr. Ellis, three and a half
miles east of town, were in pgreat
danger. Immediately a boat was se-
cured and Messre, Maud, Cyr, Har-
mon, Coppuck and others, started for
their reecue. After much labor they
reached the house, and fonnd things
in a terrible condition. The family
wera quickly lcaded into the
wagons and brought to town
where thoy were made comfort-
able by Mr. and Mrs. Durham. The
loss of stock is silght. A meeting was
held on Friday night and steps taken
to ferry above the dam uat once. A
large force of citizens are busily en-
gsged in taking down the span of the
bride which 18 resting above piers ¢n
gorged ice and also trying to save the
epans which floated away, but are
still in sight down the river.
