RAILWAY MOTORS.
THE WEW SYSTEM OF LOCOMOTION BY
COMPRESSED AIE,
Philalslphia Press.
The sabject of securing tome method

for street carsis one that has perplexed
railway presidents in this country for
several years, . The difficnlty, how-
ever, seems to have besen ovirsome in
& measure acroas the water, where
both in Nsntes, Franoe, and, Wantage,
Eogland, compressed sir engines, made
by the Compressed Air compauy of
London, limited, are in use and have
provedin every way satisinctory. This
system (the Meharaki) does away with
the nuizance of smoke and docs
nct scare horses by the escape of
steam. The focomotive consists of a
stationary engine and single acting
compressing pump, wherein the airis
forced into six large stationary re-
ceivers to a pressure of 450 pounds to
the squaze inch. The machinery iiself
does not differ from the ordinary loco-
motive. In place of the boiler are
four recelvers, which are filled with
stationary receivers at the engine
house by means of a tube and revers-
ing walve, When the engine is in
motion, the air is throogh &

chamber of water heated to 312
degrees, whereby the expaurion
increases the volume 100 per
cent. The Ilccomotive e¢an be

charged in fifteen .mioutes, and sill
then ron nearly eleven miles. They
weigh about seven and a half tons
each, run very smoothly, and are eas-
fly controlled by a powerful brake.
Onthe Wantage tramway these mo-
tors have been running for some time,
werking the regular passager and light
freight treffic upon the road, which is
three miles in length, and admirably
serve the purpose for which th:y were
designed.  Consal Segrave, in his re-
port upon the trade and commerce of
Nantes, states that that city possesses
sn adwmirable system of tramways,
worked upon this compressed air sys-
tem, and although ueed in the busiest
portion of the town, nc serious aoci-
dent has occorred. The quays are at
all times crowded with every desecrip-
tion of vehicles, yet horses seem to
psy no special attention to the csrs
and to work quietly beside them,
The ergines there draw {wo cars cap-
able of holding fifty passengers each.
It is understood that an effort wiil be
msade to intrcduce these motors into
this city. They wilt be given a thdk-
ough trial, and if satisfactory will no
coubt bs adopted by the varions street
railway companies, thus solving the
problem of obtalning some msthod
other than horse power ior running
the cars,
ARTIFICIAL PEARLS.

HOW THE PRETTY BAUBLES ARE MAN-

UFACTURED,

Many persons have no doubt been
struck with the grast beauty of artifi-
cial or imitation pearls. Those who
make it their business to prodnce
such articles of ornamentation have
attained to a high degree of perfac-
tion in their art; so muoch 5o that in
1862, at the London Exhibition, a
Frenchman who was an adept in their
manufactare exhibited a row of large
real and Imitation pearls alternately,
and without close inspection we are
assured it would have been impossible
even for a judge to have selected
the real from the wunreal A
nzmber of translations from French
and German works on this manufac-
tare have recentlybeen communicated
to Land and Water, and from these it
sppears that the art of making imi-
tation pearlsin ascrit-ed to one Jacquin,
a chaplet and rossry manofacturer at
Passy, who lived about 1860. Notic-
ing thst the water after cleaning some
white fish (Lencisouts alburnus), a spe-
cies of dace, waa of a silvery sppear-
ance, he gradually collected the sedi-
ment, and with this substance—to
which ha gave the name of essence
d'orient—and with & thin glue msde
of parchmeant, he lined the glass beads
of which he framed his rosaries, and
afterward filled them with wax. The
method of making the round
bead is by heating one end—which has
first been cloted—of & glass tubs,
which then, when blown into two or
three times, expands into a globolar
form. The workman then ates
the bead, places the end which has
been heated on a wire, and heats the
other end. This process is called
bordering or edging. The best pearls
are made in the same way, the holes
of the tubes beiog gradunily reduced
by heat to the siza of those of the real
pearls, the workman taking each bead
on irsarted wire,"snd, by continually
turning them round in the flame of
the lamp used, they become #o true as
to be strucg as evenly as the Oriontal

The process of eoloring the pearl ia
commenced by lining the interior of
the ball with a delicate layer of  per-
fectly limped and eoloriess parchment
g'ue; snd before it is gnite dry the

, | esssuce of crient is introduced by

means of a slender glass blowpipe, It
is then a'lowed to dry; the pestl ia
filled with wax, snd if intended for a
necklace s prerced through the wax
with & redhot needle. The essence of
orien', as it is called, is the chief
ingredient in the maunufacture of the
pearl. It Is a very valuable sabstance,
and is obtained from the fish atove
pamed by rubbing them rather rough.-
Iy in a basin of pure water, soas to
remove the scaleg; the whele ia then
strained through a linen cloth, and
loft for several days to settle, when
the water is drawn offl. The sediment
forms the essence referred to. It re-
quires from seventesen to eighteen
thousand fish to obtain about a pound
of this substance! Besides the French
imitation pearls, as those above des-
oribed are called, there are the Romsn
peatls, which are made of wax,covered
with & kind of pearly luster. Bat
these do nol look s0 weli as the French
pearls while, in a heated room, they
are apt to soften and stick to the skin.
A very extonsive trade ls now done in
the manufactare and sale of Fench
art'ficial pearls.

THE LAST OF EIS RACE.

A STRANGE, EVENTPUL HISTORY—A
BLOODY VENDETTA.
Little Rock Gazatte.

A Gazatte representative was at the
Union depot yesterday when the day
train from Texss came In, and wasin-
formed that an officer was on board
who had with him » prisoner whose
hiatory was quite remarkable. After
a short search the men were found in
a forward car. The prisoner was an
old man, who sat very quieily in his
seat, and did not eeem to have much
interest in the world or the develop-
ment of Arkansas. He was hand-
cuffed, and did not care to talk. From
the officer, however, and himself, the
events of hla stracge history were
drawn forth, and having been patched
up a little, made the following:

The old man’s nsme is Dahlgreen,
and he lived before the war in the
northern part of Tennesses, His
home was a pleasant one, and with'his
wife and two sone he lived very happl-
ly on his farm until a quarrel srose
between neighbors. The difficulty
was patched, but one of the sons—
both of whom had grown to man's ee-
tate—conceived that he had been
wronged, and one day, while he and
his brother were &mlng slong the
road in a wagon, they came op with
five men, their neighbors, azd the
quarrel broke ot afresh. The young
men were courageous and would not
be intimidated by their opponents.
Hot words led to blows, and the five
young men, pulling pistols, fired upon
the two Dahlgreen boys and killed
them. They ran awsy, and fearing
the vengeance of old man Dahlgreen,
for he was even then considered quite
an old man, disappeared from the
community. Of course, Dahlgreen
and his wife were nearly distracted at
the death of their ‘‘boys,” of whom
they were very proud, and Mrs, Dahl-
green never recovered from the blow,
but about the time the war broke out
died, and the husband was left to la-
ment the separstion of his lamily.

He conoeived the idea that nothing
waa left in this life for him except to
obtain vengeance on the men who had
robbed him of his sons. He devoted
the remainder of his life to this pur-
pose. He began systematically to
eearch for the five men, whose names
were Gridley, Black, Hewitt, Moyers,
and a man named ‘‘Biack Tom,” but
whose true name was Lurday, and ona
after another was met and killed. He
had no seruples, no conscienca. His
sole object was to put the villains who
kad made life no object to him out of
the way. He took no interest in the
war, It mattered not whether the
north or the sonth were victors. He
shot Meyers and Lurday in Tennessee
snd escaped the officers who were set
apon his track.
