THE SERPENT BUSINESS IN NEW YORK—
THE DEATH OF A VETERAN DEALEE.

The soake season opens larer than
ususl this year. The weather in all
parta of the world has been so cold
thst.no attempta have been made to
gather the serpent crop. Late ad-
vices received in thls city, however,
say that there is some activity in the
South A.Tlm aﬁot, snd" the
usasl sopply may be expected here.

The Odd Term in Leases.

The resson for the use of the vdd
torm in leases, 999 yoars or 99 years,
is given in The New York Joarnal of
Commerce. Lesseos and mortgagees
in posscssion of real estate for 100 or
1000 years demised the same st sn an-
naoal rentsl, retainioga reversion for
the last year of the original term.
The object of this was an unwilling-
ness on the part of the under tenant to
become bound to the performance of
the covensnts coatained in the original
grant; and also the importance to
the lessor of a rvever.omary In-
torest, without which, under
the old English practice, he could not
recover his rent by distress. Some-
times this reversion was only for three
daye, or even for one day, bat usually
in long terms the last year was retain-
ed. gut of this came the popular no-
tion'tnst the law provided this re-
straint, and henoe leases were made
for 99 or 999 years, when there was
no reason whatever for any such odd
period of time. In England there was
in special cases, s restraint on corpo-
ratigns or oo-clesiastical persons, pro-
hibitiog the demtse of landa btlangin%
to them to the impoverishment ¢
their succassora for s term beyond 100
years, and such leases were made for
99 years.
