From papers fourd in the
man's , It was asc-rrained
that he was Dr. W. H. Lusideuberger,
of No. 400, Fourib avenus, Louis
ville, Ky. was about 5 feet 10
inches in beight, pale in complexion,
and with carly ochestnat hawr. His
clothes were dark snd of grod mate-
risl, and there were buckles on hia
shoes. About §35 in money was
found in ome of his pockets. The
satchel by his side cuntained some hy-
perdermic instruments, two bottles of
morphine, one of which had besn
opened, and a box of emetics. Each
bottle containel about cne-sighth of
an ounce of morphine, and the label
bore the trvie mark of a Leuisville
drugzist. All attempts to arouse him
from his sleepy condition were una-
vailing,, It was the opinion of doctors
that he had taken a heavy dose of the
drog accidentally, for hr had the ap-
pearance of being very ill, and might
have taken morphine to nﬂavi::{lil
sufferings. 1he police are of the
opivion, however, that the young
doctor, giving way to feelings of da-
spondency, went tu the park with the
intention of committing suicide, al-
thoogh papers found shed no light on
his intentions.'

Pagis, March 24—4 p. m.—It hes
been sscertsined that the cause of the
fire which deatroyed the opera house
at Nice, last night, was a leak in ‘he
gus pipes behind the sceves. The
leak was caused suddenly In some
way unknown, and allowed great val
umes of gas to escape. This ignited,
before the leak was discovered, from
the rear of 1he stage lights, and the
explosion which followed at owuce set
all tha s cenery and inflamable material
on the arage en fire and befre the
nudience had recovered from their
first horror the entire building was in
flimes. To add to the calamity snme
one turned the cas off and then efforts
were made to stop the fire. And then
sterrible panicensued,the audiecce be-
came [rantic iz their endeavors to es-
cape. All songht their personal ssfety
and the wesker men and the women
were remorsely knocked aside and
trampled opon. Prima Donna
Donadoo wess miracalously saved by
friends. Many «f the actors chorus
wers burned to death. One haondred
and fifty dead"and charred bodies Fave
already been dug out of the roins to-
day. Many moreremsin in the debris.
The ciry isin s atate of the wildest
sorrow and excitement.

Another dispatch dated Nice, 3 a.
m.. says: “Up to this hour fijty-pine
bodies have been recovered from the
ruins of the Italian opera house. It
ia feared that many more have lost
their lives. The fire commenced soon
after the curtain had risen for the
performance of *‘Lucia di Lamuier-
moor.” Tha subscribers for orchestra
stal's and the boxes of the grand tier
had mostly not arrived. ‘The major-
ity of the victims belong to the work-
ing ciass. Snortly after the fire be-
gsn the gas exploded and the house
was plunged into complste darkness,
A scene of terror snd dismay “ensuved,
which beggers discription.

A detachwent of sailors from the
eqaadron in the harbor arrived on the
scene and dieplayed great gallantry in
rescuing the people sad combnatting
the fire, which was subiuned toward 10
o'clock.
