In other words, beware of the rock
spring; stick to sewerage. Is night
air injutions? I there.a single tena-
ble pretext for such an ideal Since
the day of creation frée air hss been
bresthed with impunity by millions
of different animals—tender, delicate
creatures, some of them—fawns,lambs
and young birds. The moist night
air of tha tropical foreats is breatbed

with im ty by our next relatives,
the anthropuid apes—the same apes
that soon perish with consump.
tion in the cloee, though
generally well warmed  at-

mosphers of onr northern menageries.
Thousands of soldiers, hanters and
lambermen sleep every night in texts
and open sheds withoui the least In-
jurious consequénces; men in the last

of consumption have recovered
by adopting » semi-savage mode of
life, and camping out doors in all bat
the stormiest nights. Is it the d.aaght
that you fear, or the contrast of tem-
persturel Blacksmiths and railroad
conductors seem to thrive undersuch
influences. Dranght! Have you
never seen boys skating in the teeth
of a snow storm at the rate of fiftecen
miles an hour?  “They counteract the
effect of the eold air by vl%]orous ex-
ercisa!” Is there no other way
of keeping warm! Does the north
wind damage the fine lady sitting mo-
tionless in her sleigh, or the pilot and
helmaman of a storm-tossed vessel! It

ts, | cannot be the inclemency of the gold-

en air, for, even in aweltering sum-
mer nights, the sweet sonth wind,
blessed by all creatures that draw the
breath of life, brings no relief to the
victim of acrophobia.  There is no
doabt that families who have freed
themselves from the carse of that aup-
erstition can live outand out healthier
in the heart of & great city
than its slaves on the airiest highland
of the sonthern Apenrines,

In wiolerable location the air of a
three-room cottage can be kept pure
enough without forced ventilation or
suy other expensive contrivanoce.
Open your windows; in_ very cold
weather alr the bed-rooms in day-

| time and the others at night. In

Iarger bouses the kitchen, parlor and
dining room should be thorooghly
ventilated gvery night, also in day-
time at convenient intervals, during
the temporary absence of the occu-
pants. To save foul mir for the sake
of its warmth is poor economy; exper-

iments show that the difference in foel
amounts only to s trifle, anyhow.

Ten or twelve peunds of coal in a
day onght not to weigh against the
direct gain In comfort and the pros-
pective, nnspeakable gain in healfh.
Breathicz the same air over and over
sgain means to fsod the organism on
the excretions of our own lungs, on
air surcharged with noxioas gases and
almost depleted of the life sustaining
principle. Azotized air sffects the
lunge as the sobstitution of exore-
ments for nonrishing food wonld atfect
our digestive organs; corruption sots
in; pulmonary phthisis is, in fact, s
process of putrefaction,

No ventilatory contrivanee can com-
pare with the simple plan of opening
N 'h}du'l; In wet nighta a *“rain shut-
ter” (a blind with large, overlappi
bars) will keep a room both airy 11?5
dry. In every bed room one of the
upper windowa shounld be kept open
night and day, except in storms ac-
companied with rain or with a degree
of cold exceeding 10 degrees Fahren-
beit, In warm summer nights open
every window in the house and
every door connecting the bed room
with the adjoining apartments,
Create a thorongh draft.  Befire we
can hope to fight oonsumption with
any chance of sunocess, we have to gat
rid of the night air superatition, Like
the dread of cold water; raw fruit,
etc., it is founded on that mistrost of
our instincts which we owe to our
snti-natural religion. It is probably
the most prolific single caose of im-

aired health, even among the alvil-

nations of our enlightened age,
thnng'h its absurdity rivals the gross-
est delusions of the witchoraft era.
The subjection of boly reason to
heareays could hardly go further.

Beet Sugar.
B¢, Louls Republican,

Notwithstanding the fallure of the
attempt to make beet sugar in Illinois,
and the only partial success of experi-
ment in the same direction in Cali-
fornia, there are those who atill have
faith in the beet as the ultimate source
of the sugar supply in this country.
and every now and then we hear of a
new enterprise for furthering that de-
sirable object. A new company was
organized at Schenectady in New York
last week, H. O. Havemeyer, s well-
known sugar refiner of New York city,
and H. B. Blackwell, of Boaton, being
directors. Mr. Blackwell is treasurer
of a beet sugar company in the vicini-
ty of Portland, Maine, which is
about to discontinue operations
there on account of the demon-
strated unfitnees of the soil for
beets, The originators of the new
company in New York beliave that
the beautiful and rich valley of the
Mohawk valley is well adapted to
the cultivation of sugar beets. For
many years past the Mohawk wvalley
lands have been devoted to broom
ourn, but they have become too val-
uabie for that kind of farming, and
can not compets with the equally
rich lauds of the west, which ars not
worth a fourth as much. The pro-
position to the owners of these valley
farms to substitute sugar beets is,
therefore, received with favor. Last
year aboat 200 acres were planted in
beets, and the result is sald to have
been entirely satisfactory. In some
cases the percentage of saccharine'in
the beets was 16 per cent.—an ex-
traordinary prcportion. The yield in
Europs is said to be 10 per cent., and
even 6 per cent. is a paying rate.

Our people seem determined elther
to make their own sugsr out of some-
thing or avother or to demonstrate
satisfactorily their inability to doit.
The west is subjecting the amber cane
sorghum to the test of thorough ex-
periments, with strong hope of final
success, and the east is doing the same
with beets. The couniry consumes
about $75,000,000 worth of sugar a
year—and this is the prizs {o be striven
for.

The Iowa Corn Crop.
Burlington Hawkeye.

We begin to hear rather discoursg-
ing news about the corn crop of thums
state. There was avery prospect last
fall of a large sorploa of corm, and
thers undoubtedly would have been
but for the fact that the long and se-
vere winter has compelled many ot
the inhabitants of the northern part
of the state io use it for fuel, and an
increased quantity has been used for
feeding, bealdes an enormous amount
of the orop was loft standing in ihe
fields unhusked, and the heavy snows
have broken down hundreds of acres
of it, leaving it to be covered up in
the frozen slush, which will undoabt-
edly prevent a great deal from belog
merchantable. Of courss there is
corn left, and so much of it as to
leave no danger of a corn famine, but
it also diminishea the danger of a corn
glut, which was feared by some. It
new looks as if thers would not be
much old eorn left in the west by the
time the next crop s ready to uss,
and it may be more searce six months
hence than at the same date in any
previous year since the war,
