ing Missouri Bridges,

The sun hss slready made himself
felt vn the lce hereabouts, not so
much, as yet, on the river ice as in
the streets, which are contributing
their rivalets to swell the tide in the
grand receiver. By the time the
snow and ice in the city returns to its

eriginal liguid form, the contribution
to the Missourl from these sources

will not be insigniticant,

A atraoll slong shore to-day gave bat
little proof of the great swell farther
up stream. The ice lining the shore
is rapidly bresking up and quite a
stream rushes by, tossing great cakes
of ice on its surface, like shavings on
a brook, This ice is principally what
has been for weeks heaved up about
sir holes and is by no means of the
t thickness of that amid stream.
e lstter may be seen from the shore
forming a wall of ice on the other side
of the, as yet, narrow open stream.
This stream stops about opposite the
ferrybost **Undine,” which has been
ioce bound all winter, six hundred feet
or so north of the bridge.
THE “ONDINE.”

The Undine was yesterday firmly
secured by meant of large anchors
imbedded near the railroad track, to
which three inch hawsers reached
from the Undine. OConversing with
sn old river hand in charge of the
boat, on the prospective break up in
the river, he said:

“J hardly think well have the gen-
eral break up for a week yet, though
if the weather continuea like to-day it

come within the next three
or fourdays. Theice in the river is
thicker than ever before, sud it will
take » good little I of heat to
weaken it. The rise sltogether so far
esn't amount to wore theau fve feet,
but what it will ba, of course, iz a
mstter of mere epeculation, That the
river will rise higher than it has in
many yesrs there is no doubt, and we
nave got to look out for some damage
by ‘the flood.”

THE SMELTING WORKS,

The wall in front of the smelting
worke ir yet ten or twelve feet sbove
the surface of the river, and there is
little fear expressed abont the works
in respect to the fliod The govern-
ment rip-rap, however, is Jhought to
be entirely insdequate for the coming
emergency.
