The warm westher of the last few
days ha induced the Waterworks
company to ecter upon operstions on
s lively scale. BSioce Saturday last a
fores of abont seventy men have been
at work on the river bottoma this morn-
ing, the workof plpelayir g isbegan with
a force which within twodaye will num-
ber one huondred snd fifty men, in
charge of tha contractors, Mesars.
James McEwen and Habbard Smith,

The scene st the botioms is just
now a very lively one. A force of
massons are engaged in erecting the
brick boller and pump house, 40x90
feet in dimeosions, which is to con-
tsln in one apartmant the four great
steam bollers and in the other the two
massive pumpe which will ralse the
water to the supply reservoir. Imme-
distely north of the boiler house is a
large equars abutment of molid
masonry, which is to sapport the
elghty foot smoke stack.

A small circular structore on the
river bank attrac's attention.
itare & nomber of immense circular
iron castings, six feet in diameter snd
four feet long, painted a bright ver-
million color and bearing a flange by
which each is bolted to the other.
Thess sre to be lowercd to bed-rock
within the circular encloxure and will
constitute the river well. Beveral open-
inge in theso castings indicate where
