Biswanck, D. T., Maech 31—4 p.
m.—The gracd bresk-up In the Mis-
gouri cecurred yesterdsy. For six
weeks tte temperatore in Montana
has been hke that of spring, and in
the Yellowstone valley and arcu=d
Fort Benton the thermometer has
stood as high as 70 degreva. Thia
continued rpell of summar melted the
suow, brcke up the ice in the rivers
and prepared the way for & smash up.
At this point and Buford the weather
kept cocl, aud unly the tremendous
pressurs of water and floativg acres of
ice from bne warmer gountry broks up
