Paxaua, March 30, via Nzw York,
April 10—10 p. m —Acecording to the
latest news from the South Pacific, af-
fairsin Peru assume a better form. A
provisionsal government has been es:
tablished at Magdalena, with the con-
sent of the Chilians, Dr. Francisco
Garcia Calderon is provisionsl presi-
dent. Pernstill maintains the form
of dictatorship in the south, and eays
she will fight till the bitter end, but
has only & smasll force, and her an-
thority is recognized only in & small
suction. Blost of the towns have
sworn allegiauce to the provisional
government, the latter treating with
the Chilisns in reference to ths im-
position of the war contribution of a
million dollara ver month. The Chll-
[ans threaten if it is not pald they will
destroy property to the value of three
times the smount. The Chilisns have
abandoned the Magdalena district to
the provisional government. The
port of Porta will be declared
subordinate to Oalso and placad wu-
der charge of Chilian officars. All
property owners are compelled to reg
ister property at the Chillan offices
under penaliy of being mulcted in
five times the amount. The follow-
ing announcad are the terms that
Chili will impose on Peru: Firet,
cession of Antofagasta, Jaripaca and
Focna; second, indemnity for war ex-
penses in full, including the salaries
of the army, snd the standiog armies
to be maintsined lo Peru; third, the
paymeat for ships and iron clads de-
stroyed in the war; fourth, indemni-
fication for Chillans expelled from
Peru and Bolivia; fifth, Peru is not
1o tortify her ports for fifty yesrs and
ralse no srmy or uavy for forty years;
sixth, Chillau produets to be received
on the terms of the most fsvored us-
tion; seventh, Guano extractions from
the Peruvlan islands to be conducted
on the account of Chili ana ths pro-
oeeds to be divided between Chill,
Peru and recognized foreiyn ereditors
of Peru, and the moiety of Peru to ba
ratained by Chili until the war indem-
nity is paid; eighth, Paru and Bolivia
to be consclidated.
