| The modern flonring mill is & huge
strocture, employing many men, and

the wheat is turned into flour by the

freight-train load daily. One of the
| monster miils in Minnsapolis, Minn.,
covers an area of of 380 by 80 feet,
and Is seven stories in heigat. Iis
capacity is 4,200 barrels daily, which
requires about 20000 bushels of
wheat or fifly cur losds to keep the
mill in operation. It doee not depend

upon the old fashionad burr
mill-stones to convert the wheat
into  flour, but the  process

of manufacture is to first run the
wheat through a brushirg ma-
chine, the old-fashioned amut ma-
chines having been discarded. Afier
the wheat has been cleansed by run-
nlog through the brush machine it is
ran through corrugated iron rollers,
which wsplit the crease of the berry
open, thus liberating the dust which
lies In the crease, so that it can be re-
moved by bolting. A very small per-
centage of low grade flour Is made
during this first reduction. The grain
then passes throungh a proc=ae techni-
cally known as a scalping real, to re-
move the dirt and flour, afrer which it
pazses througha second set of corrn
gated rollers, by which it is further
broken; then it is passed through
[ second reel, which Te-
moves the flour and middlings.
This operation is repeated successive-
ly until the flonr pirtion of the harry

There are in Minueapolis tweniy-
eight of these huga merchant mills,
making 1t ihe largest flour manufaciu-
ring place in the world, and its pro-
ducts are sent to sll partsof the
earth, The grower of wheat no long-
er pitronises the grist mill, but buys
his flour of the retall dealer. The
grists of the eastern or middle states
are small and unpretentious concerns,
only useful in grinding provender for
the neighborheod for the purpose of
feeding their horses, stock and swine.
And even now they are forced to com-
peto with larpe mills in the west and
northwes®, which make a apecialty of
grindicg feed by the carload and send-
ing it to an eastern market. The
miller of ancieat times, who used to
be regarded as an important factor of
factory, is nearly obsolete, and the
time is not far distant when he and
his toll-dish will ba relegated to the
domain ‘of the flax-spinnirg whoel,

At conveniont distances from the
house bubble up in crystal purity fif-
ty-two springsof eparkling cold water,
woft as the dews of heaven. From
several of these pipes lead the limpid
streams to the kitchen, the pautry
and the stock yards, whera tanks re-
celve and discharge contipually, thus
ever keeping full of freeh, cold water.
A short distance down the beautiful
stream, flowing from these eprings is
located the sheep corral, where the
dipping and shesring are done.

Mr. Simpson has just completed one
of the most convenient and practlcable
dipping apparatuses we have seen in
this country, It coosists of a swim-
ming bath, two feet wide, thirty feet
long, and four feet deep, cneani being
perpendioular, and the other a gen-
tle incline, with cleats fsstencd on
the same to enable the animsl to walk
out when he has swam the length of
the bath, the whole being lined with
galvanized iron. A shute from one of
the cerrsls leads to the vertical end of
the tank, and into this the sheep are
crowded, one by one being forced in-
to the plunge bath. At the ontcome
anvther narrow shute Jleads the
cleansed theep to a second corral,
whera he Is allowed to rominate over
the trying ordeal throuzh which he
has bean 20 uuceremontously forced to
pass, The heativg of the sheep dip
is done by & small engine which ejects
steam into a large tavk filled with to-
bacco and water. From this tank lead
feed and waste pipes, so that the solu-
tion is always kept at the desired tem-
perature

Mr. Simpson his not fed his folds
a pound of hay this winter, and ia-
formed us that out of 3,200 sheep he
will not lose 300, although the season
has been the severest ever experienced
by sheep ralsers on the Laramie
plains.

It Is the purpose of Mr. SBimpson
to set out ornamental treesabont the
premises, and ius few years his home
willibe a parsdise on earth, a shadad,
verdant bower, in which he and bis
estimabls wife may spend in sase and
happiness the aftzrncon of lifa’s de-
clining years, and walit for the golden
sunzet which shall summon them to
sleep the sleep of the just.
