RAISING THE BLOCKADE.
From Last Even'ng's Dec,
GETTING IN RUNNING GRDER.

The roads from tke east and morth,
cantering at Council Bluffs, aro
making the psost esrnest endeavors
to get their pasiengers throngh to the
transfer depot. The C., B. & Q. rail-
road was the most fostunate in baving
a treck upon which passenger cars
could be run, and sent down two
trains this forenoon to the depot. The
Wabash utilized the C., B. & Q. track
and sent one train from their depot to
the transfer. The water on the track
at places was over the car wheels, hut
the tralos went throuzh without accl-
dent. Up to twelve o'clock to-day
the Northwestern road had notreached
the transfer with any of Its passen-
gers, but since that hoar it has been
reported that & train was made up and
started over the C. B. & Q. track.
Aboat two hundred passengers were
trausferred by the two former roads,
who came over the river on Lhe dum-
my train about half past twelve
o'clock. They all described the siius-
tiorn of affairs at the Bloffs to be of
the most deplorable nature. Two
young gentlemen who came in on the
C. B. & Q. trasin Saturday night, said
that they found out at Red Oak,
Towa, that it would be impoesible to
reach the Bluffs by way of their track,
and that & train which had gone on
six hours before was obliged to
return. So they 1lsid there
until the train ahesd returned,
when bath tralne were put in one and
it came on to the Bluffs by way of the
Rock Tsland road. The hotels at the
Bloffs have been overflowing, bat
now are becoming less thickly occn-
pled. Among the pamsengers held
across the river are sbout fifty emi-
grants, under the charge of Mr. E, 8,
Warner, of Omaha. They wers qoar-
tered in the Emigrant House and
ware made as comfortabla as posaible,

GETTING STEAM UP.

The uncomfortable condition of af-
fairs at the Transfer hotel was some-
what relieved this morning, by at last
getting steam in the boilers and heat-
ing'thebuilding. There were about two
hundred people in and sbout the hotel
and depot after the train for the west
left, many of whom doubtless are
waiting to get cut on the east-bound
tralns. The Northwestern, C., B. &
Q., and Wabash roads ran their trains
out in the morning, handling the bag-
geage from the transier by means of box
cars and transferring the passengors
in wagone, The Northwestern and
Wabash were obliged to carry both
passengers and bageage for near'y two
miles befors resching dry land,?

STILL AFLOAT,

Therosre s=veral families imprison-
ed in the npper rooms of thelr honees
on both sides cf the river, about two
miles south of Omaha. Among them
is Enos Cole, his wife and five child-
ren, who have been living on a rude
staging put up onthe roof of their
house, in Harding's timber, some two
and » balf miles below Boyd's pack-
iog house, since Friday last. Mr, Cole
has been supplied with the necessaries
of life by his brother, who Lsa reach-
ed him in a =mall skiff. Ssveral hoats
started from Coaneil Bluifs to rescne
them but were obliged to turn back

on socount of the ferceness of the
stream.

EEFORTS GF THE FALL,

The Iatest reports from Sioux City
and Yankton as recorded in the U, P,
tolegraph office at the depot in this
city, state that there is a decline of
three fect at Sionx City and eighteen
feot at Yankton. What should caunse
this great wvarlation it is difficult to
explain, but the report is undoubtedly
correct.

DELAYED MAILS,

The last ~mail from the
east wae received at Omsha postoffice
Friday night lae' snd incloded the
mail from all the esstern and southern
rosds, Two Northwestern pouches
were recelved this morning, this be-
inga small fraction of that road’'s mail
for somo single run. The mail from
the south and sontheast was received
on Sunday, This came by way of 8¢,
Jossph and GrandIsland and incloded
the St. Louis papers. The last mail
leaving the Omaha offica for the east
was dispatched on Saturday, bot is
belleved at the office to b #iill at the
transfer depot at Spoon Lake, the
Chicago roads having msde no ar-
rsngements for the transfer of malls
In either direction, though they have
locked after baggage. A large quan-
tity of mail i=x now in the office for
eastern points, and this afteruoon
sn effort will be made to get it

CROSSING THE BREAK.

From Last Evening's Bee.

Last evening's Union Pacific train
from the west arrived with abont its
usnal quota of passengers, the majori-
ty of whom submitted graccfully to
the Inevitable and started at once for
Omsha hotels. A few, most of
whom were destined to Council Bluffs,
decided to croes tho river and take
the live of row boats for that city.
After a delay of au hourand a ra'f
at the depot a trsin for the transfer
was made up, with three empty cosl
cars st the front, loaded with baggage,
express and mail, and the locomotive |
at the extreme resr, hehind the pas-
senger cars. A gang of some fifty
men were taken ou the flat cars, mud
the tralu moved over

AT SPGON LAKE,

the temporsry britige of flat cars was
found in place, bat the steady action
of the powsrful current which sweeps |
across the bottom a: this point had
somewhat undermined the track and
the cars stood in every pesition but
the perpendicular, some iuclining at

form at the wesl end. A few male
passengers climbad the lofty pilee of
baggage, aud proceeded to the depot,

but the mejority, including some thir-
ty emigrants In the rear car, remained
paticotly in their seats until the mat-
ter was tranaferred.

THE TEANSFER HOTEL

wae etill ecld, cheerless and unlighted,
the three pumpe at work in the cellar
only keeping the wa'er at a stand
still and above the fire box ‘of the
boiler surface.  The platforms on the
west side of the depot wers found
transformed to docks, at which one
or two rude boats were waiting,
while others conuld be seen approach-
ing ia the distance, One boal owner
had utilized 2 floaiing piece of side-
walk as an approach io his craft, but
had not removed from it an upright
post bearing a small sign, ‘“This resl
eatate for sale as s whole or in lots,”
which was the subject of many jokes.
The hotel register was well nigh &
blank for two days and it was evident-
ly
NOT A PROSPEROUS SEASON.

Se railroad ticket agent was at his
desk with overcoat and muftlor on.
From the hotel stretched away on
all sides the chearless expan:e of
water, and the uspally buay railway
yards were silent bat for the occasion-
al erack of some sportsman's gun,who
was poppirg away at one of the many
flocks of ducks and geese. The only
train which had reached theltramsfer
from the Bluffs had been a C, B. &
Q. engine and an ompty box car which
came down at about b o'clock, pushing
along a couple of cars of coal which
had ooccupied the track, and which
proved s mneeded supply for such
sioves as the building contained. The
transfor was effected st abont 6:45 p.
m. aud the train returned to Omaha.

The secrstary of the Omsha Board
of Trade, W. C B. Allen, Esq., was
AN INCOMING PASSENGER

on the Northwestarn yesterdsy morn-
ing and reached Omaha just betore 5
o'clock last evening. The train reached
Missourl Valley on time, finding there
the train of the previous evening and
its pasiengers. A train was made up
and the fifty or sixty passengers from
both runs, were brought Into a point
two miles above Council Blaffs, whera
there is a bad wash-out. Here the
Fulengern and their baggsge were
oaded into wagons and waken by a
roundabont course to Council Bluffs,
where many decided to remaln, until
there should be better facilities for
reaching the U, ¥. transfer, Others,
smorg whom were Mr. Allep, Mr,
Pruyn and Mr. Burr, of this cliy,—
the two latter with their families—
determined to come on to Omaha, bat
on attampting to procure boats foand
themselves at the mercy of

some of whom demanded 810 a pas-
senger, while others wanted §5. A
compromise was finally effected ata
ruinous figure to the unfortunate pss-
sengers. They'were, however, more
fortunate thau some of their predeces-
sors in the morning, who had been
forced to pay those figures. On the
way to the depot one boatman
halted and demanded £1.50 advance
for esch passenger on figures original-
ly agreed upon.  Another compromise
was effected. Tt Is siogular that the
lowa roads have all allowed thelr pas-
sengers to be turmed over to sucha
gang of avaricious rascals, instead of
themselves delivering them to the
transfer depot. Mr. Allen scouts at
the idea that the Missourl is cutting a
new channel beyond the transfer, and
says that while there is in seme places
a strong current, the water is every-
where shallow and its volume small.

A TELEFHONE MESSAGE

from the Blaffs Iast evening brooght
the information that there are seven
hundred or eight hundred passengers
on the eat side, destined to westward
points.  All the hotels are oyercrowd-
ed and 1o ommodation of any kind is
al a premium. About cne thcusand
persons are rendered homeless by the
flood. Many of these ara being en-
tertained by friends in the Biuffs.
These who have no such refuge, in-
cluding many wood-choppers and
wood-haulers, are being eared for at
the court house and at Bloom & Nix-
on’s opera houss, the ladies of the
town furnishing provisions for them
and the city baaring all the expense.
The eastward bound trains on the
Towa roads left Council Bluffs on time
Inat evening, but so far as could be
learaed with no psseengers from this
side,
THE FREIGHT BLOCEADE

is an Important {eature of the flood.
There are 550 loaded cars in the
Union Pacific yards at Council Bluffs,
a few of which are for Omaha, bat
the greater part for pointa west. The
floors of these cars are well above the
waterand uone of their contents in-
jured ae yet. ‘Connection with the
main track is severed, the company

having bant all  its energies
te  keeping the  passwsenger
track open. Many of the

tracks in the freight yards are washed
away. From Omahas to Grand Island,
on the main line, all freight tralns
hsve been side tracked until the situ.
ation changes. There are 100 cars
thus delayed at Grand Island and
many at points east. Doubtless there
are upwards of a thonsand cars delay-
ed in a similar manner on the Jowa
roads or in their Ocuncll Bluffs yards.

City Attorney Manderson was called
upon by President Boyd to give his
oplnion as to the time of expiration of
the old council, and said:

“‘The charter of 1873 providad that
counclimen should commence their of-
fice on the first Monday succeeding
their election, and hold fer twe years.
No provision was made in this charter
that such conclusion should hold until
their successors were qualified. Two
years sgo & very grave qaestion was
vresented as te when the terms of the
old and new council ended and bezan,
Under tLe old charter it was poasible
to have two councila existing in one
day. The newly elected council
might wish to take its offico, and the
old snes might wish to havg on.  So,
at Lincoln, lasu year, this change was
made in the law, which provides as
follows: “All conncilmen's terms of
office ahall commence the Tuesday
next suceding the day of ele®ion,
upon which day they shall reassemble
together and organiza the city conn-
ell’; and, ‘a meeting of the city coun-
cil shall be held the first Monday attor
each annual city e'cciion.'”

Councllmsu Stephenaon then arose
and said: “When I took an cath to
support the city of Omaha snd ite
people, it was for two years and the
twoyesraare not up. I went in cn
Toesday. Every member of the pres-
ent council did the same, Six mem-
berg of this council are cut off from
one year of service by the legislatare,
and auother six are deprived of twen-
ty-four hours’ service.”

Councilman Bailey moved the fol-
lowing vote of thanks: ‘
ResoLvep, That a vote of thanks
be, and is hereby tendered our retiring
preeident, for the honest, able and
impartial manner in which he pre-
sided over the deliberation s of this
body for the past year.

_It waa carrled by an unanimous and
rising vote,

A motlon was made by Councilman
Daily that Lhe council tender the city
clerk a vote of thanks for the able and
efficient maaner in which he has per-
formed his duties doring the last year.
Carried nnanimonsly.

The journal was read and approved.
After a brief discusslon astothe
propriety of recording the vote of
Couzcilman Stephenton on the vote
of thanks to President Boyd (thecoun-
cilman having remained sitiing at the
time), and an explaoation by Coun-
cilman Stephenson, that he did not
know the nature of the vote, the pres-
ident declared the council adjourned
sine dle.
