A Michigan farmer writes to the
journal of that name, that he con-
{ slders clover to the farmer of as much
| valto ab a fertilizer a3 & crop cf corn

for fattening stock and making man-
ure, In sam experience of forty-two
years ha has learned its value. He
says, when he wanta to seed down -a
field of wheat he wails tinsil the
ground i well rettled at the.opening
of spring, and the hard froeta are
past, and then sows the seed, six
quarts of clover seed aud four quarta
of timothy seed well mixed, them
 parrow in lightly and roll the ground.
He sows one hundred pounds of
plaster to the acre.  In seeding with
osts, the amount of sced 1s the same,
sown after the oats are dragged in,
bat the grouod is then rolled, bene-
fiting both oats and clover.

Olover is the most profitable sum-
mer pasinre for hogs; but the pas-
ture ur field should be divided into
twoor three lots, so that the stock
muy be changed from one to the
other during the season.

Gliraling Fruit Trees.
Homestond.

The veteran horticulturist, Prof. J.
B. Turner. of Jacksonville, IIL., writes
an accoant of a visit to the Spaulding
froit farm in Sangamon county. He
saw there 14,000 bearing apple trees
with scarce s blemished or defective
one among them. At the bottom of
this grand culture is thorongh under-
dralning, even where the groona was
dry and sloping. Lime ard salt have
been freely used as manure, and an
army of 500 yon:sg turkeys do duty in
sunpresaing Insecta. In the line o
pruning and tralning, & regular system
of girdling Is what took the professor’s
eye. Nolas s noveity, for he girdled
treee In his father's orchard sixty
years ago, and often since, but here it
it done on a large acale and constdered
aa one of the prime conditions ol profit,
In every casé where a row or a tree

bas been left usgirdied there is a
failure of fruit, w all the girdled
trecs are

Exhaustion is ehited, and the
sizo and falrness of the frult msintain-
ed by libersl feeding; & car load each
of salt and lime being then on hsnd
for use in the orchard

Not a single tree nas ever been in-
jured by the girdling, even when ringa
of bark many inches wide have been
taken off, but usually there are about
s quarter of an inch wide; and Prof,
Turner says that he merely rans a
widely set saw round the tree or
branch that he would operate on, thus
dolug it very easily and quickly. The
proper season for the operation isin
June. He has induced bearing in
trees of Lawrence Pear and Winter
Nelis st a very early age, aud
has some now full of fruit which other-
wiss would not have shown their qual-
ity for many years. A Green Pippin
tree, a foot throngh, which had not
barne a peck of [ruitin ten years, has
been cured of its barren habit by the
same simple means, Glrdling seeme
especially spplicatle to such trees as »
check Lo therr tendency to continual
growth of woend., To be harmicss, the
removed bark mus: be repleced by s
new protective eovering in the sams
season, but this healing over must not
be immediate or the check to the sap-
flow is now soflicient to change the
tendency from wood making to frait-

age.
