The Senators 8till Prating
About Nothing,

The Republicans Determining
to Hold the Fort tothe End.

The Democrats Declaring
They Will Grip on Too.

Bitting Bull Heard from Again,
Making Four Million and

Eleven Times This Week,
SENATE.
Bpecial Dispatch to Tus BEa.
WasHiNgTOoN, April 14—Messrs

Mahone and Ben Hill were among the
very few senators present wheu the
body was called to order to-day, aud
with Don Cameron, who came shortly
after, were parties to a general luter-
change of good natured comment of
the scene yesterday. Coneiderable
time was wasted in waiting for a quo-
rum, bat finally an ineffectasl motion
to proceed to the consideration of ex-
ecutive business, developed the fast
that forty-one senators were present
to vote.

Mr. Morgan, of Alabams, then took
the floor and began a long speech. He
commenced with a detailed review of
nearly every & h made on the re-
publican side, evidentally taking liter-
ally the words of Mr. Davis, when he
said: “Let the debate go on” He
thought things had reached that con-
ditlon in the senate when a man could
not debate without & pair of derrin-
gers in his pocket.  He fully took ap
the issue, and sald that the whole ob-
ject of the present republican move-
ment was to break up the der.icratie
party, and dilated upon it st lamogth
He next proceeded to discuss the issue
of free ballct sand falr count He
talked for nearly three hours, witnout
sayiog anythlog of novel o: peculiar
Interest.

Mr., Brown,of Georgls, followed Mr.
Morgan. Among other things he apoke
of the recent remarks of Mr. Hawley,
soy denled that universal suffrage was
the law of the world. It was no
even the law of any civilized country
of the world. In the south, any mau
had the right to vote, but not fu Mas-
sachosetty, Connecticat or Rhode la-
land. He then went into a review of
the suffrage lawa of those stares. The
Massachusetts senator repeatedly tried
to interrupt the spasker, but he de.
clined to yield the floor until he might
have finished his speech. Hstouk up
the dootrine of state rights a= laid
down by the New England senators,
and asserted that ne state interposed
more bars to legal suffrage tiun Mas
sachusetts. . Should  Ler arulos
be sdopted snd enforced In Geor-
gia, he said, eight-tenths of the
colored voters of that state would be
deprived of their suffrage. In sup-
port of the idea of cohesivencss of
executive patronage, the sposker quo-
ted figurea to show how few office-
holders in the public departments
came from Georgis, and srgoed that
the party could not be kept togeiher
withont patronage, and that the re
publican party in Georgia was being
wiped out by northern injusiice. The
independent demoerats of the sounty
were not on the road to recrmit the
depleted ranks of the republican
party. Nowand then an ambitious
young man, or office seeker, might go
over to them, but when the
watchword of reconstraction should
be flaunted, thinking young
men of the soomth would hold
aloof. The Idea of rapublicauism,
that the south sull stands as 1t stoed
at the close of the war, is preposter-
ous. The society of the aouth cunld
not be disorganized. The mistake
would raadily be recognizsd if the re-
publicans hoped that southern inde-
pendents would follow the leadarship
of the senstor from Virgivia. He was
not sure but wha® it might not be.
comse necessary to do »n to thwart the
republican purpose ino Virginia, in de-
fense of the threatened reconstruction
of soclety In that state.

Mr. Hoar followed in s spesch In
condemnation of such a threat to
overcome the just msjority of voters
of Virginia or sny other state.

Mr. Brown masde a brief reply,
which he concluded by saying that
when the senator from Massachusetts
saw fit to explain his receat imputa-
tions as to treason and revolution on
the part of the demecrate’ position in
the senate, he would haves few words
{0 say in reply.

Mr. Hoar then uudertook to cor-
rect some statements of Brown con-
cerning the number of disfranchised
adults in Massachusetts, and a discus
slon fellowed, in which Browan, Batler
and OCall oconfronted Mr. Hoar
and which wae condacted more to the
amuosement than to the edlficacion of
those who heard it.

Mr. Hawley also had a word to say
for Comnecticat. He claimed that no
one of ordinary inte!ligence neea be
depriyed of his vote in that state. He
had never known o«f a man there to
be deprived of his vote by violence or
to be comveiled to vote contrary to
the dictates of his owt conscience. Al
a tew minates before six o'clock the
senate adjourned till 12 o'clock Mon-
day.
