A DANGEROUS INNOVATION.

The report that the European mon-
archies are moving to cartall the right
of ssylum for refugees may well be
received with alarm by all lovere of
liberty and adherents of a republican
form of government. For many yesrs
past, in Epgland and Switzerland,
and in France since the fall of the
empire, that right has been conetrued
to mean practical protection for all
politicsl offences  committed in
another eountry. Tt had a parallel in
ancient times in {he citles of refoge
where safety was ‘gusranteed to
the refugee from the vengeance of his
pursuers, It has been in practical
operation i. our own country since
the foundation of the Republic.

Under the right of aeylum, as here-
tofore construed, political refugees
were assured of complete securi-
ty #rom arcest and annoyance
on demand of the nation frem
which they had flad. The secariiy
guaranteed by this construction has
been rosponsible for the addition to
the United States of thousands of her
most valuable citizens who came here
gss political exiles, Through a like
construction of the law, Russian con-
spirators have found shelter in both
Eugland and France. The arrest of
the editor of & socirlistic newspaper in
London, on complaint of tha Russian
government, for publishing opinions
in justification of assassinationas a
proper mesna of ridding the world of
tyrants, indicates that there Is a dls-
position to define the range within
which political refugees may act.
Theendeavor to overturn governments
by the death of the rulers and by
mazans of 8 conspiracy of the govereed
has heretofo.e been regarded strictly
as & political offensa, -It will be found
a very dangerous experiment to at-
tempt to define too closely the divid-
ingjline st which such etrokes for lib-
erty shallmake politicsl refugees com-
mon criminala. The difficulty in each
case will be the determioation cof the

nature and amoununt of evidencs
required ts»  secura the sur-
render of ®sn  accused polit-

fcal refugee. Charges can easily
ba tramped up and eurrounded by a
show of proof, in ordor to ascare pos-
sesslon of an enemy to tyranny. Hsd
any sach limitation been placed on tha
sacred right of asylom, Kossuth
would to-day be rottlng in a felon's
grave, Gsrabaldi! wonld long since

have perished on the scafiold,
Mazzini woald have psidj.the pen-
alty of his love for liberty

with his life blood, and Qarl Scharz
wonld hase suffered death at the
hands of King John's executioners.
Had the right of asylam besen curtall-
ed, every Fenian prisoner in this coun-
try would have been sent back to
England nader trumpad up charges of
conspiring azainst her Majasty's life,
aad Rochefort, who nevsr shed any-
thing except red ink, would have been
captured on his way across our c.. .
nent and harried back to France and
the guillotine.
