A Railroad Yardmaster Mur-

Freight Conductor C. A. Per-

ionett Balioved to Be
the Murder:r.

The body of Ysrdmaster Graves, of
the U. P. railroad, who has charge of
the company’'s groands at Laramie,
wae found between 2 and 3 o'clock
yesterdayl] dead in the yard, atthat
place, having been shot by some un-
known person., Circumstances polat-
od strongly to C. A. Perlonett, freight
conductor of the U. P. railroad, as
having been the gailty party, and he
was arrested. At 10 o'cleck this
morning the coroner's jury was in
session, but the resalt of their dellb-
erations Is not yet learned.

Perlonett is gali to be a brother of

Condoctor Perionett, of this division

of the U. P. There had been bitter
enmity between himself and Graves
for some time, and he had been heard
to make fierce thrests against the lat-

ter. A knifeand pistol were found on

his person after the arrest, snd there
were other circumstances, the details
of which are not learned, which indl-
cate that he Iz the murderer. The
people of Laramie have no d.ubt of
this being the fact. The men were
entirely alone when the sffalr occurred,
and the evidence iz entirely ciroum-
stantisl,

Perlonett Is sald to bave been
&« man of very viudictive tem-
per, snd wss somewhat under the in-
fluence of liquor last night, His
victim, Graves, had been for along
time in the employ of the company
and was a msn of good character and
generally esteemed. He was former-

He
was 8 man about twenty-eight years
old, and was recently married.

IKELAND'S RIGHTS.

An Eloquent Lecture by Mr. '
John Devoy in Clark’s Hall

Mr. John Devoy, an eloquent and
prominent leader of the Irish natfon-
alists for over twenty years,lectured at
Clark’s hall,on the corner of Dodge and
Fourteenth streete, Thursdsy, under
the auspices of the Emmet Monument
assoclation. The subject of the lec-
ture was “The Irish National Caure
and Present Orlsis.” The large su-
dience room was fillad with earnest
and intelligent Irishmen and friends
of Ireland’s cause. Music of an ex-
cellent nsture was fornished by the
A. O. H band, who played several se-
lections precedingand efterthe lectare.
Rev. Geo. W. Pepper, of Ohlo, &
clerggman  of the  Moathodist
church, was announced to be

present, but did not arrive. The
spesker of the evening was Introduced
by Mr. C. V. Gallagher in a few
fitting remarks, and proceeded to elo-
quently, thoughtfully and ably han.
dle the eubject of his theme for
nearly two hours and a half. His
speech, of which the following iz a
brief synopsie, was frequently Inter-
rupted by applause. Hesald :

“I do not propose to go through
the history of Ireland to note the
causze of her misfortunes, or to trace
the long struggle for independence
which bhad a direct bearing toward
Irish freedom. In coneldering the
past movements for freedom in Ire-
land it Is foolish to fgnore the fact
that a great majority of the Irish
farmers have held aloof from the
Irieh national movement, and that
the leaders aud agtive workers in the
movement ¢f '43, and in the Feulan
movement, were the protessional
cissies and the shop-keepers of the
larger towns. Perhaps cne resson
for this was the fact that the move-
ments were led by young men, and
msy have seemed to lack atatesman-
ship and cool judgment.”

The speaker then pave a graphic
picture of Ireland ander the last few
years of DBritish role, with all the
offices from lord lieutenant, magis-
trates and grand jurors down filled
with enemles to Irish nationality,
while landlordism was fastened on the
whole social system of the island. He
noted that thousands of brave aud
patriotio muen were kept from tsking
an active part in the national move-
ment, not from fear of English rule or
Englich bayonets, but throuzh dread
of the result to their families, and be-
cause they knew that eviction meant
starvation.

Passing to the consideration of the
land lesgne and its work thespeak-
er sald, “Whatever else has been the
result of the efforis of the land league,
whatever paltry measures have been
introduced in the British parltament,
the lesgue slone muat have the credit
of the great work of bresking down
the eoclal power in Ireland of the iand-
lords. Two yesrs ago Ireland was as
guiet on the surface as after the move-
ment of 1848, Of what was going oo
beaeath the surface then orsince, itis
not my place to speak on a public
platform, but many of you may know,
At this time Michael Davitt appear-
ed.” (The mention of Davitt's name
was greeted with ringing chesrs.)

Davitt's work was traced somewhat
in detail, and the fact that he and the
most advanced thinkers in Ireland
came to the conclusion that though
John Mitchell's doctrine was right
that “no good can eome to Ireland
from the English parlisment,” that
nevertheless they recognized the effect
of elections in shaping public opinion
at home and abroad. “I was o
revolutionist then," said the speaaker,
“and am still a revolationist,but I rec-
ognized, with others, that it had be-
come necessary tosend to parliament
men whose election would be a stand-
ing protest sgainst the condition of
affaire. It was defermined that
vigorous efforts be made in the press
on the platform, at the hustings, The
nationalista were sctive, but the
essential portion of thelr work being
illegal, according to British Jawas, was
done In private.”

The speaker then described the Irish
famine and ita effect on the relations
of Iandlord snd tenant, He gave to
Michasl Davitt, Thos. Brennan ani
Patrick Ezan the creditof shaping the
Irish Jand movement, and then called
attection to the fact that » new line of
policy was necessary in the conduoct of
this reform, or it must end with the
passage of a tricisl bill by the Euzlish
parliament. He glanced at the spread
of publle opinion which had Indisso-
lubly united Catholica and Protest-
anta In the common cause. Alluding

LETTER PROM BISHOP CLARESON,
Omana, April 15, 1881

the terribla destruction by the floode.

A WOMAN'S SUICIDE.

A Story of Speculation and |
Love—Potsoning Herself
in New York.

On a wind.w of a Puollman coach
running between here and Ogden may
be seen the name of Kate Mondheim,
cat with a diamond ring, and in a
woman's delicate  handwriting. A
strangely romantic history in connec-
tion with the life and traglc death of
the lady besring that name has recent-
ly come to light. A few days agoa
press dispatch from New York city
announced the suicide of Miss Kate
Mondhelm, who had registered at the
St. James hotel the Saturday previous
uader the name of Mrs. C. M, John-
syn. On Sunday evening she was
found dead in  her room
and a post ‘mortem revealed that
had been poised by
morphine. The name of a young man
In San Francisco, who was supposed
to know the victim of sulcide was
feund, to whom a letter was wiltten
and the reply which was reccived far-
nishes a clew to her {dentity. It was
discovered that she was the adopted
daughter of Moritz Mendheim, of Un-
ger & Mendheim, real estate agents
In San Francisco, and had been eda-
cated In the beat seminarles of Ham-

burg.

When an infant Kate was brought
to this countiy by her mother, and,
her moiher dying, Mr. Mendheim
adopted her and took her to the me-
tropolis of the Pacific coest, The girl
grew into a most beautifal woman,
and wae for a llme a reigning belle
in San Franciaco. She went te New
York with a lady friend, whom she
was aseisting to  acquire the
German and French lanpgmages,
as her friend contemplated mar-

rging a wealthy merchant of New
York, when they were together to
make an extended toar of Europe,
Mr. Mendhelm at last consentsd to
his danghter’sdeparture from him and
supplied her liberally with money,
heridea giving her power to draw upon
his San Francisen banker. Both la-
dles on thelr eastern journey stopped
in Omsha and remsined hero for sev-
erval days both to rest and sew the
city, iMr. Mendheim received
regular letters frem his daughter,
and sfter a few weoks' abeence she
wrete:

* T wi'l not be back to San Franciseo to
see you until next spring, when I shall ba
married,”

Mr. Mendheim knew the object of
his daugnter’s choice and heartily ap-
proved of the match. What waa hia
grief and astonishment then to recelve
in aletier a few days later from the
lady friend, with whom she had gone
to New York, the following:

“Kale went away from our housa yes-
terday without one word of apslogy, and
the only thing she said w.os not to let her
futher know how she lelt,”

There had evidenily been a qaar-
rel, thouzh what about wrsnot dis-
closed. Among the girl's effucts,
{ which were opined by the coroner,
were {cund pzpersand other evidences
of stock speculation by her, concern-
ing which her father had known noth-
ing  She had doabtless lost all har
money and one theory of tha snicide
was that 1o a fit of despondency, too
proud to tell her loving foater
parent of  her loses, ste took
the fatal poison. Bat the fact that
she might have procured sssietance in
New York from relatives and friends
of Mr. Mendheim, of whom &she
knew, threw a block in the way of
the thoory of daath by reason of finan-
cial troubles, It was for the
coroner who had charge of the unfor-
tunate woman's effacts to clear up the
still unsolved mystery. There wera
tour letters that had been Burn up.
These were put topether, and dis-
closed the existence ot a love affair
coacerring which the friends of Mi s
Mendhelm knew nothine. Two of
the letters were signed *‘C", and were
full of paseionate declarations of love
and the stereotyped protestations cf
the sanctity of a marriage not sclem-
nized in church. Trese lett i3, together
with disclosures by the autopsy held
upon the body ¢f the unfortunate
woman, told the story. Speculaticn,
romance, ruin and ceath made uvp the
history of what had promised to be &
lite of happlinesa and peace,
