Temperance (s not and cannct be
succeesfully made a party ques-
tien. It is a great moral and
social issue above and beyond the
province of mere party politics. Past
experience has demonsirated that
every attempt to drag it into the polit-
jcal arens s a party issue, has proven
seriously detrimental to the cause, :nd
the Friends of prohibition or of other
temperance reforms make a grave mis-
take when they inaist upon presenting
it in that way. Paoblic sentiment in
favor of temperance must be created

| by tho careful and patient education

of the people. Such a sentiment cannot
be made nor strengthened by sim-
ply edding it to a party platform or
attempting to oarry it as a party meas-
ure. Being s question of morals and
of social rights, men will act and vote
upon it s their sentiments or per-
sonal interest may dictate, regardless
of what the!r party platform may say.
Moral reformers, by whatever politi-
cal name they may be called, vote
In favor of It; while those interested,
diractly or indirectly, in the manu-
facture snd sale of liquors and beer
will vote and fight agaiost it ssa
matter of business, There are thous-
ands of others who regard restrictive
legislation upon this sobject &s an in-
frfngemant of personal and property
rights; and this class will vote against
it as a watter of sentiment. Those
opposed to prohibition in this and
nearly every other state ara in the
majority. They act together in vehe-
ment oppeeition to it whenever it
eomes up as a political quesiion, and,
as a result, it sustains demoralizing
and discouraging defeat,

Bat, say the friends of temperanoe,
it is a vital question snd must be met.
Admitted. But that is not the way
to meer it. The sentiment of the

- | people must be educsted to shun in-

temperance as &8 moral, physical and
social enemy. They muost be made to
see the evils it entalls, the crimes it
begets, the wrongs it inflicts upon in-
dividuals and upon soclety. When
the sentiment of a clesr majority of
the people reaches that poiat, where
they deamand tamparance, or avaen
prohibition, they will have It regard-’
leas of parties.
