“She’s almost there,” was the an-
swer that came to the esrs of the mud
stained inquirer as he paussd before
the little shanty from whish, In the

darkness of midnight, gleamed forth
a crack of light, and where two faith-

ful watchers in huge tarpaullns were
posted to note the progress of the
flood that was creeping, inch by inch,
up to their doorsill, snd threatening
all within its monster reach. Outside
on s heavy tie was & notch, which
showed where the waler had lspped
when at its former highest point. A
glance sufficed to ehow that “‘she was
almost there.” [he length of the
haod wasscarcs required to measure
che intervening space. Again the vast
waters had broken loose, and seemed
sbout to sweep everything before
them.

The river at 1 o'clock yesterday had
reached the beight of 19 feet and 7
inches above low water msrk, showlng
a rise of one foot six inches since yes-
terdsy st the same huur.

The water has agaln invaded the
lumber yards and hms roshed in be-
hind the Chicago company's proper-
ty. This was anticlpated Tuesday
and a large forca of men with teamns
were set at work in the afternoon
building a coffer dam, about four hun-
dred feet In length, This dam s
doubly boarded on the north slde
Yesterday seventy-five men and fifty
teams were industriously at work,
having all they could do to check the
constantly rising water. If it comes
up six inches more the dax will hard-
Iy e able tobear the immense pressure
brought agsinst it.

THE UNION PACIFIC BHOPS
are again visited by the muddy tide.
Ino the brick shop there s sbout six
luches of water, and the Leary shop
has about as much, or more, nn its
floors. Nearly a hundred men were
forced to saspand work, but all were
given employment at uuloading two
sand tralos which were run upon the
main irack and their contents used
for ballasting that embankment and
formiog & dam to tha water that is
nearly up to a level with the ties.
Around the
POOR SMELTING WCRKS,

which are a second time subjected teo
an involuntary bath, the water rushes
in s strong current, and may take
away such portions of the fences and
outbuildings as tho last inundation
spared. The flals are once more ont
of might and, as far as can be detrc'~d
from this side of the river, the wavur
& commencing to pour throuch
Spoon lske. If the rise continoes
another inondation of the track is
feared. As it Is, the Chicago &

STILL COMING UP,

At four o'clock in the afternoon
three inches had been added to the
vast body of water that was gradusliy
pearing the tops ¢f all barrlers. The
sand embankment which wes so care-
fally raised in front of the invadirg
flood was still lo itsa place, but the
water, had worn a hole beneath the
ties, and with & sudden rush took
away a long line of newly piled up
earth. Nothing conld then stop its
progress, and while the workmen fled
for safety the pent up flood poured
over the main track in a hundred
places, By six o'clock the track was

NEARLY WARHED AWAY

between the shops and the smelting
works, and in two hours more the iong
line of tles snd rails between the
nhagl and elevator wes “‘off its bese,”
with portions of it eutirely borne off
the embankment. Nothing now im-
peded the progress of the floed. It
came agalnst the coffer-dam which the
Chioago Lumber company had con-
structed with much care and expense,
with a spiteful “‘swish, swash,” and
that coffer-dsm was no more. In ten
minutes all of the yards below were
being rapidly filled to the mean
height of the stream, and before an-
other hoor hid passed, Donglas and
Farnham streets were covered by the
muddy sheet.

THE SHOPS VACATED,

By b o'clock the water was up so
high in the U. P. shops that it was
impossible to continue work, and the
machinery was all stopped. At eight
o'clock there was two fest of water in
some places, while gll the floors were
more or less flooded. Through the
smolting works s stream six fest io
depth whirled its way, o that no
of the works was acoessible. All of
the outbuildings of both the ehops and
smeiting works were deeply submerg-
ed,and the families In the few houses
that bad not slready been vscated,
precipitately took thelir flight.
SAVING PROPERTY,

The only immediate damage feared
was to the rolling etock in the U, P.
yards, snd the of the lumber.
Daring the afternoon several engines
were buey pulling loaded and empty
cars to higher ground, while all of the
lumber compauies wera prepsring to
save their property. e Chicago
company's coffer-dam proved of little
value, but below that yard Foster &
Gray snd George Hosgland were busy
uniil late at night strengthening their
booms. Around sll there is now a
double boom, and in addition an inch
and s half cable rope conpecting s
chain of heavy timbere, aud If thess
will not hold, nothing would.
