POSTMASTERGENERAL JAMES
AND POSTAL REFORM.

For the first time sincs the estab.
lishment of the postoffice department,
the country bas & man at tha head of
that importsnt branch of the public
service who brings to his position
practical experiencs, coupled with a
determination to make the postal ser-
vice «fficient, economic and self sus-
tsining. Up to the present time the
heads of the postoffice department
have been either ornsmental gentle-

men like Marsball Jewell, moss-
backed old fossils lke Judge
Key, or starchy time servers

like Tyner. The maln business of the
postmastor general has seemed to be
to smile upon delegations, chat with
congressmen avd manipulste postal
patronage for political ends. The resl
business of the department was con-
ducted by eubordinates who were
elther totally Incompatent or worse,
linked with jobbers, straw bldders or
star route speculstors. When Mr,
James took charge of the department
in his own hands every branch of the
service at once felt that there was a
msn at the helm who understood
his business. Mr. James has been
in offico scarcely six weeks, but he
has already stopped leakages invcly-
ing & loss ¢f millions snnually to the
govervment, His inveetigation and
exposure of the frauwdulent transsec-
tions of the contract office of the post-
office department, is the first move
which the new execative has made
upon the ring of jobbers and harpies
that have for thirty years iufested
that department of the government.

The surgeons knife is being
skillfu'ly but onbesitatiogly ap-
plied to the cancers  which

have grown wpon the postal contrect
system and the government will reap
the benefit in & saving of hundreds of
thousands of dollars annually. Stert-
ling developmonts are promised to the
public exposing the cxistence of a
powerful combination who were bene-
ficlaries of the star route sppropria-
tions, including coogressmen, ex con-
grossmen, newspaper proprietors and
correspondents, and promirent lubhy-
ists. Among thoss prominent lobbyists
Nebraska has doubtlesa, to her shame,
been represented.

The recent orders issued by Post-
master-General James fer the reor-
ganization of the railway mail service
are also very timsly. Ia no section of
the country has this reorganization of
tha service been more needed than st
Omahs, aud upon the lines of railway
converging st this polnt. For the lost
seven years there bas been at the
head of this branch of the postel sys-
tem at this point a man grosaly incom-
petent for the positior; who has
devoted the most of his time in jun-
ketting tours thronghout the state
and ward bumming in the city. His
duties meanwhile have been perform-
ed by a route sgent detalled from ac-
tive service on the rvad, when sl no
time there was a scflicient number of
men on the road to do the basiness
efficiently. Time and again have su-
perintendeuts «f the railway mail ser.
vice and the genoral superintendent
himself admitted the utter unfitness
of the man for the place, and the only
reason given fcr his rewntion is
that hls wife iz a mnear rel
ative of one of the Justices
of the Supreme Court. With such a
man to supervize the service here, the
whole force of rallway clerks hss
been domoralized and the patrens of
the postoffice have snffered. When
the new broom, which Mr. James
handles with sach vigor, reaches this
section of the country we hops to see
clean sweeping.

If civil service reform neads to be
introduced Into any branch cf the
public service, it is In the postoffice.
Under the last adminlsteation, where
clvil service reform was the keynote,
the only application of the vrinciple
seemed to be to keep men in position.
antil they were iudicted by grand
juries or couvicted of felonies no
matter how Incompetent or how disre-
putable they were. A siniking iline.
tration of that kind of civil servica re-
form was the sppointment of Dick
Adams to the postmastership of Dead-
wood in the face of overwhelming
proof that the man was dishonest and
had been an embezzler while in the
employ of a private corporation. That
man was retained in office six monchs
after he had embezzled the funds of
the government at Deadwoold, was

fivally ipdicled, convicted and
at  lsst  pardoned upon con-
dition that his bondsmen

should repay eighty per cent of the

stolen money. Such scandals will

never occur under Postmaster-General

James, whose civil =ervice reform is

of a practical kind, which i» no re-

spacter of persons or their endorrers

whon their retention of eflice is detri-

mentsl to the pablic service.
