COUNCIL BLUFFS LEVAE.

At the meeting of the Council Bluffs
city ocouncil last Friday evening, the
city englneer submitted the following

preliminary report of a plan for the
proposed leves, to protect that city:
1. A levee, extending from the
northwestern round house to the
Union Pacificembsankment, a distance
of about four miles. This leves should
be constructed at least five feet above
the present high water mark; should
be from 15 to 30 feet in width on top
with sn onter slope—or water slope—
of three feet to ooe and sn In-
terlor “slope of two feet to one.
This Jevee In the most ex-
posed should be protected with
willow stakes and willow brush weav-
ing. A right of way from 125 to 200
feet should be secured, varying ac-
ccrding to the helght of grade to be

2. Oan the south side, to guard
againat backwater, a system of levees
—not as large or expensive as the
main dyke sbove town—should be
built, with flood gates to let out the
waters of Indian and Mosquito creeks.
The engineer is of the opinfon that
the comstruction of the main dyke
will require 178,000 cublc yards of

dirt.

“LO'3" RIGHT TO VOTE,

Important Decision of U, 8.
Judges.

Judges McCrary and Dundy, of the
United States court, have just ren-
dered a decision ia an important csse,
affecting the right of an Indian to
vote.

John Elk Is san Omaha Indian, re-
slding in the Fifth ward of this olty.
Previous to the last national election
Elk presented himself before Charles
Wilkins, reglatrar of the ward, for
registry. Mr. Wilkina declined to
take bis name, On election day
Elk appeared at the polls and
tried toswear In hia vote, but was re-
fused permission. Since Judge Dan-
dy's decision in the Standing Bear
case it has been evident that Indlan
suffrage muat next come into courts,
and Messrs. Poppleton and Webster,
who were counsel for Standing Bear,
consented to take the case of Klk into
the courts, and to that end brought
suit for Elk against Mr. Wilkins for
damagza to the amount of 85000. The
case was submitted on proof to
Judge McCreary and Dandy,
on demurrer to plalntiffs petition,
at {he January term of the Unlted
States court at Lineoln, and thelr de-
cislon has now been received by Col.
Watson B. Smith, olerk of the court.
The demurrer is sustained, but the
plaintiff was allowed to amend his pe-
tition, 1f he saw fit todoso. E. W,
Simeral, Esq., of thls cily, and
United States District Attorney G.
M. Lambertaon, of Lincoln, appeared
for the defondant. No opinions were
filed with the decislon, though there
Is a ganeral wiah that the judge shall
do so,

The caze was brought, with & view
to aacertalning if,Junder the 14th and
15th amendments an Indian is a citi-
zen of the United States. Thosa
amendments are in substance as fol-
lows:

XIV. All persons born or nataral-
ized in the United States and subject
