Lrrrue Roex, Ark.,, May 3.—A
horrible murder is reported from the
Cherckee natiop, Indian territory, the
details of which are more than revolt-
ing. John Dry, a half bresd, brecught
two gallons of whisky across the
border and took it to Long Prairie In-
tending to sell it te the Indlans. On
his way to the villages he stoppsd at
the house of a man named Arnetta
who, lesrning that Dry had liquor,
followed him secretly and when in
a lonely spot on the prairie
shot him from an ambash, leaving the

death. Arnetts and his comrade
completed the work which the former
had begun. They shot the dying man
three times In the head, and cut his
throst from ear to ear, severing the
heasd from the body. This
done the corpse was hidden in a log
pile, and leaves strewn over it. The
murderers then took the whisky, and
securing horses rode to the village,
some twenty-five miles distant, where
they indulged iIn & blg spree.
