WHY CONKLING KICKS.

He Makes a Speech in the
Caucus,

And Defines His Objections to
Robertson--Many Proba-
ble Speculations.

National Associated Press.

Wasuisgron, May 101 a. m.—
The republican cancus #as in session
six hours, during which the entire sit-
uation was discussad, but no vote was
taken on any feature of it.

Tmmediately on convening of the
camcus o proposition was laid before
it, that no senators be considerwd in
the executive session for positions al-
ready filled when the torms of the in-
cumbent had not expired. This
opened the fivld for discussion, and
some one recognizing the tendency of
the proposition suggested that it was
that all republican senators in the
building be present. This re-
ferred directly to Conkling who had
not seen fit not to attend the caucus,
but was found in the room of the |
committee on commerce, and came at
once on being sent for.

There seemed to be a Inck of speak-
ers on this propesition, but the utmost
sclicitude was expressed lest some of
the speeches be made public. Some
who desired to speak refused to do so,
unless there was a strict understand-
‘h’lg that no one would di\‘llh;(' either
the names of the speakers or the sub-
stance of their speeches. Hence
there was an extra bond of secrecy os-
tablished. It is known, however, that
Senator Dawes made a speech in
which he introduced an idea of relue-
tance to abanduning the right for the
election of senate officers.
The suggestion was made that per-
haps the substitution of other numes
for those of Gorham and Riddleberger
would help matters, but those present
exhibited the willingness to talk on
that subject. The strength of the de-
bate was expended in the discussion
of the executive appointing power and
of the rules and usage of the senate in
a like situation. No speecches were
made by those in whom the most in-
terest centres in this contest, the de-
bate being principally by those whose
positions had been made public  here-
tofore.
The administration found ample de-
fense in the discussion, it heing
strongly urged that all the nominations
having been sent in in the best faith,
they should reccive prompt attention.
The objections to Robertson, whose
numination, of course, was made the
main issue in the discussion of the
proposition, were plainly put by Sena-
tor Conkling himself, who besan to
speak soon after 5 o'clock. He spoke
ealmly and without making any vitu-
perative personal Dattack, claiming,
however, the right for senators of any
state to have a voioe in filling her im-
portant offices.  He admitted that his
ultiniatum had been expressed to the
executive, but gave no indication of
what action his committee would take,
He reviewed the usages of the senate
and of the executive in such matters,
and detailed his objections to the ab-
absolutely appointing power of the
president,
He spoke until half past six o'clock,
and opened the way for several replies.
The caucus, however, was tired with a
long session and adjourned until to-
day, when it is expected that Conk-
ling's objections will be met by the
administrotionists and a vote on the
proposition will be reached.
re repubbican caucus was the suh-
ject of conversation last night and a
conclusion was reached whichis deemed
alike fortunate and nufortunate, as
one looks at it.  As it stands the eau-
cus is bound by the old rule permit-
ting two senators to defer action on
any nomination effecting their state,
The situation remains unchanged, but
it is alleged that the tenor of the ean-
cus debate shows the defeat of this
rule and Robertson's consequent con-
firmation to be inevitable.
Conkling’s speech s also deemed by
some to have been for the purpose of
placing his position clearly before the
party preparatory to submission to the
mevitable.  Others think he still con-
fides in dus strength to defeat Rob-
mson in the senate and this confidence
1s said to be based on his arguments
to the southern senmtors, to one of
whom he is reported to have said:  “I
anticipate that within the next three
years, there will be an unrising of the
people to resist the -encroachments of
excutive power. I, for one, intend
now to resist all such encroachments,
no matter who is president.
