We have no disposition to disparage
the great state of Jowa, nor have we
any desire to divert immigration from
ita fertile soil: - We do, however, re-
sent the attempt to belittle and dwarf
the state of Nebrasks by glaring mis-
representations. Towa does undoubted-
ly contain s great deal more arable
fand than Nebraska or Kansas, but
no lands in the state of Jowa can
match in fertility the great body
of lands in the Missouri River
Valley, nor has she any grazing region
that willequal the valley of the Platte,
Partial failures of crops have occurred,
in some sections of Jowa periodically,
just as they occur in some sections of
every other state in the west. Tn
eighteen years grasshoppers have ap-
peared but twice in Nebraska, and in
the very same years in which Ne-
braska was scouraged a  large
part of Jowa and Minnesota
suffered from the same cause. The so
called arid lands of Nebraska are for
the most part pasture or grazing lands
which already support more live stock
than Jowa now contains. In lowa as
well as in Nebraska stock raising is
more profitable than the growing of
grain, and Nebraska is far superior to
Tows as & stock raiging country. As

to the advantages of Iowa in
the way of markets, the writer
evidently ignores  the fuct

that Nebraska has a great market in
the West which Towa does not possess.
As to schoals, churches and railways,
Nebrasks certsinly affords as great
advantages, according to her popula-
tion, as any State in the Union. The
schools of Nebragka are fully equal to
those of -lowa or any other State in
the West, and her churches and
benevolent nssociations are of the
best. The best evidence that Ne-
braska has been misrepresented by the
Council Bluffs paper, from which we
quote, is the fact that a very large per-
centage of the people of Nebraska
have emigrated from lowa. They
lived in lowa many years, came over
mto Nebraska to examine into herad-
vantages, and, after a careful investi-
gation, reached the eonclusion that it
was profitable for them to change lo-
cations. Some of the most wealthy
farmers in Nebraska hail from Towa.
They sold their farms there for a big
round sum and bought cheaper and
better lands There, and Thave
now farms worth more money
than those they left. This stream of
immigration continues from year to
year, snd it will continue in the fu-
ture. People who have oome here
after years of experience have induced
their friends to follow them. And
this is the best proof that Nebraska is
not the God farsaken country that the
man across the river would persnade
people that it is.

Ax interesting document published
by the consus bureau gives the dis-
#ribution of population by latitude
and longitude.  In 1880, as in 1870,
the line dividing the population of the
country into two equal halves north
and south lay within & few miles of
the 40th parallel. In 1870, 50 per
cent of the population lay north and
B0 per cent south; in 1880, 48.6 per
cent lay morth and 515 per cent
south; the slight movement south
ba.ing due to the relstive growth of
the southern states. This parallel
runs saross southern New Jersey and
Pennsylvania, and is only half a de-
gree above Mason and Dixon’s line.
In 1870, = little more than half, 52.8
per cent, lay east of the 83d meridian;
now & little less than half, 49.5 per
cent, lie east of the same line; so slow
is the march westward. Taking the
country by strips, east and west, and
the greatest relative growth, 169 per
cent, from 1870 to 1880, has been in
the most northern strip of all, between
the 48th and 49th degree of latitude,
because at its western end it includes
Washington territory. The greatest
sheolute growth, 1,683,099, is in the
strip between the 40th and 41st de-
grees, across Pennsylvania, Ohio, In-
dians and Illinois. In strips north
and south, the belt between the 99th
and 100 meridian has grown most rap-
idly, 912 per cent., and any one who
looks at the map will see that this belt
across Kansas, Nebmska and Texas is
the beach line of the western immigra-
tion in the last ten years. The larg-
est absalute growth, 629,736, is in the
north and south strip lying between
the 73d and 74th meridian.

ASSESSMHENTS.

The Petition of York County to
the State Board of Equaliz-
ation.

Aurors Republican, May 0.

Monday morning, in company with
Commissioner Huling, we took our
way to the capital city for the purpose
of meeting with the State of
Equilization, who-meet for the pur-
pose of making the assessment on
railroad property of the state of Ne-
braska.

Upon arriving at Lincoln, we found
there was a misunderstanding as to
the time the board met: it having
been published for Monday, May
2ud, but the board politely in-
formed us they would not meet un-
til Neduesday, May 4th, and then,
that they might be in session for ten
days before the assessments could _be
completed. Of course, this was a
stunner, but not the least daunted by
it, we began to east about us for the
best thing to be done under these
rather discouraging circumstances.
Through the kindness of Mr. Eaton
editor of the Lincoln Globe we were
enabled to find Hon. 8. V. Moore, of
York county, hming previously run
across cominissioner G. H. Bumgard-
ner of Fillmore county, who had been
sent here by their respective counties
for the same [;l:rooe that commis-
sioner Huling had been sent from
Hamilton county.

The board, consisting of Gov.
Nanoe, Treusurer Bartlet and Auditor
Wallichs, would grant us a hearing
the next morning at 10 o'clock. That
evening we learned that other coun-
ties wonld be represented during the
week, but found it would be almost
imposasible for us to meet them on ac-
count of time, 80 we had a talk, de-
Mded to enter our protest” against so
low an assessment of railroad property
this year as the one made in 1880, and
selected Hon. 8. V. Moure to prepare
and prosent to the board some of the
reasons why our people think railroad
property ought to be valued for taxa-
tion the same as other property.

Tuesday morning we met the state
board at the capitol, where we were
received in due form, after which
Mr. Moore addressed  the board, say-
ing:

Mr. Chalrman and members of the State Board
of Equalization:

The tax payers of York county fully
believing tﬂ:t. railroad property has in
the past boen assessed too low, espe-
cially in the year 1880, the buard of
county commissioners of York county,
and these gentlemen present, who are
suthorized to represent Hamilton and
Fillmore counties, have duly appoint-
ed me to appear before this honorable
board to advise and urge an assess-
ment of railroad property that will
compel it to bear 1ts just proportion
of the burdens of taxation. While
speaking before you in behalf of the
people and being actunted by nuthinir
more or less than a sense of justice.
do not want to be understood as im-
pugning the motives of any railroad
officer or of this honorable board, but
realizing that we are all more or less
liable to error in judgment and that
correct reasoning depomds upon a cor-
rect premises, I wish to give some of
the seasons why the people dissent

from the past action of this honorable
board. There might be many facts
and figures given to show why railroad
Emperty should be assessed higher

ut no doubt the members of this
honorable  board are conversant
with these facts and figures having
sought the information necessary to a
faithful discharge of their duty, there-
fore we will merely notice a few of the
premises occupied by the board in the
past, to which the people take excep-
tions. The people understand that
the state board of equalization and the
history of the reilroad property hold
the same relations, as to their duties,
as that of the precinet assessor and
the lister of other ]’hlll{.‘ﬁ_\' of the
state. The law makes it the duty of
the railroads or their agents to makea
return to the state board of equaliza-
tion, to fix a valuation upon that prop-
erty equal with the assessed valuation

of other property in the state;
anything that effects  the value
of  other property in the state

for the purpose of assessment shonld
in like manner affect railroad property
in assessient, nothing more or less.
If so, the reason given by the hoard
of equalization for a decrease in value
of ruilread property in 1880 as com-
pared with that of 1877 is not just as
compared with other property in the
state, for we donot make the per cent.
of property a basis of assessment. A
farm way bring its owner ten percent.
on capital invested one year, owing to
a favorable season, it may not bring
two per cent., or may result in a per
cent. of loss, yet it does not affect the
assessed valuation of the farm. Again
two contigions farms equal in natural
advantages, both in a state of tillage,
one controlled with foresight and abil-
ity, managed with economy, driven by
industry, will pay its owner ten per
cent. on capital invested.  The other
farm managed with the absenceof these
vssentials to success, may not bring
its owner one per cent., yet it does
not affect its assessed valuation. The
improvanent being equal, the two
farms are for the purpose of taxation
valued the same per acre.

Again, a merchant may own the
real estate on which he lives and
transacts business, and the purchasing
power of the consumers of merchan-
dise may be 8o weakened by a failure
of erops for a season, which paralyzes
business of all kinds to a greater or
less extent, that he may not be able
to realize two per cent. on his capital
invested, yet this does not affect the
value of his property for the purpose
of taxation. Again, a mechanic may
own the house in which he lives, and
because of depression in business from
some cause he may not be able to ob-
tain work at any price, yet this does
not affect the assessed valuation of his
house.

Now, while one specie of property
subject to assessment is engaged in
producing articles for consumption,
the other is engaged in distributing
these productions to the consumer;
and if production fail, commerce must
suffer unless she seek to make good
her loss by exacting higher rates for
transportation, still further oppress-
ing production and consumption and
wherever commerce does this, if there
is a difference made in valuation, that
property possessing this great advan-
tage of making good its losses from
the wealth of others, should be
valued the highest and whether
transportation avail herself of the
advantage she possesses Jor not, no
sance mind will attempt to deny - but
under the present condition of things
they are powerless in the hands of
commerce, in the distribution of pro-
duce and articles of manufacture to
the consumer, The one may be com-
pelled to pay two Ericus foreverything
they noed, and the other forced to
sell at half cost of production, rather
than lose all.  Justice demands that
property Bsessing undue advant-
ages should be made at least, to bear
its full share of the public burden.
It matters not whether property is
valued high or low, but that we have
an equal valyption, that all
property may be made to furnish its
just proportion of the refenue
necessary to support good state,
county and municipal governments.
The amount of revenue necessary
being fixed, a uniform low or high
valuation can only increase or de-
crease the per cent. of taxation on all
property alike, But “ilhmll.l;h specie of
wroperty possessing, thro its un-
me power of taxation of allindus-
try, that ability to fix the real valua-
tion of all other property, secking to
avoid by a low vﬂmt.ion ita just share
of the public burden, it becomes a
grave question, and the only way to
arrive ata just and equal assessment
of all property is to subject all to the
same rule in ﬁm&:h uation. .
If one-half of market or cash
value is the rule then .fpl it to all
alike. If one-third o market
value is the rule then follow it. If a

'

farm is worth in the market ﬁlstgar
acre, then assess at $4.00. If another
has improvements to increase its yalue
to 815, then assess at 80, If its loca-
tion or nearness to market give it ad-
vantages that will increase ita market
value to £30 per acre then assess it at
210 per acre,

If a railroad is worth in the market
£24 000 per mile, then assess it at
8000 per mile. If from more sub-
stantial construction and better inater-
ial, its market value is $30,000' per
mile then value it.at $10,000 perauile.
If having superior equipments and so
favorable a location that a greater
amount of freight passes over its line
making its net earnings large thus add-
ing a value to its franchise and in-
creasing its value to 860,000 per mile
and it cannot be bought for less in the
market, then value it for the purpose
of taxation at §20,000 per mile. A
feeder or short line railroad owned
and operated by a main line or road
will eollect just as much freight as the
same number of miles of the main line,
therefore in that respect equally val-
uable; the increase value of each on
account of connection with each other
i8 reciprocal.

As we understand it, it is the duty
of the assessors to inform himself as
to the cash or market® value of the
property he is called upon to assess,
it being the duty of the owner, or his
agent to report under oath the amount
kmd and quality of property, and the
assessor fixes the value, cach being ac-
countable under the law for a faithful
discharge of their duty.

In like manner it is the duty of the
corporation or their agent, to report
the amount, kind and quality of their
property, being amenable to the law
for a truthful statement, and it is the
duty of the board of equalization to
place a proper value on the same as re-
ported. A low rate of valuation of
railroad property in other states has
Been pninws out or referred to in jus-
tification of our own, this is wrong un-
less taken in comparison with other
property of those states. If Towa saw
fit to assess higher in some cases and
in others lower than we do and Kan-
sas higher in  every case, yet it
might be that the assessment of rail-
road property in those states were
more equal, with the assessed valua-
tion of other property taken into con-
sideration than ours now are. If not,
and Towaoflicials permitted themselves
tobeblinded by sophistry and swerved
from duty by improper motives, it is
no just reason why we should blindly
follow their footsteps without first in-
vestigating.

We are not here to advise or urge
this honorable board to do that which
they believe after mature deliberation
to be wrong; but people knowing that

the mailroads  have their  well
paid attorneys, whose  ser-
vicee are valued according to

their ability to make money for their
employes, and that they have sought
in the past to make money for these
corporations by seeking to obtain at
the hands of this honorable board, so
low assessed valuation of their
property, that the people believe it to
be far below that of other property of
the state.

Mr. Huling then said ; I shall not
attempt to add anything to what has
already been said by Mr, Moore, ouly
that the people of Humilton county
will expect from this board a valua-
tion of ruilroad [nhj]lﬂl‘[)‘ for taxable
purposes, equal in all respects to that
placed upon other property for the
same purpose, and they will be very
apt to hold this board respon-
sible for the faithful and hon-
est performance of that duty.

Mr. Bumgardner said: Filmore
county only asks that railroads bear a
just proportion of the public burdens,
nnd they appeal to you gentlemen for
that protection which you alone can
give or withhold.

In closing the argument in behalf of
the people for a just assessment of
railroad  property we recited the facts
heretofore set forth in these columns
to the effect that *‘ten years ago rail-
roads, in this state, were assessed at
about £12,000 per mile, but that in
1880, while their property was worth
twice as much as ten years ago, the
same roads were assessed at only about
20000 per mile. That these roads cost
from $30,000 to £40,000 per mile,
and that they would sell any time
for from $7H,000 to £100,000 per mile,
which ought to be a pretty good basis
for an assessment valuation. That
this property ought not to be assessed
at less than its cost, it ought to be
valued for taxable purposes as other
property, which is about one-third its
cash value, which would fix a valua-
tion for taxable purposes at about 814,-
000 per mile.” This statement brought
out a vigorous cross fire from the
members of that honorable body,
which plainly indicates the position
they assume and the necessity of a de-
fense of that position.

Thus has ended the first effort ever
made in the state of Nebraska in this
direction; but it will not be the last,
unless relief, ample and permanent,
be forthcoming.

EXPERIMENTS IN TEMPERANCE.
A SUGGESTION THAT 10OWA TRY THE
HIGH LICENSE,
Des Malnes Register,

There is evidently a growing feel-
ing in Jowa in favor of the temper-
ance regulation enacted in Nebraska
the present winter, which is a severe
form of license law. Saloons in towns
of a thousand people are compelled to
pay vne thousand dollars license. Tt
1s argued that this form of regulation
will get rid of dens and holes, and
rotten or poisonous whiskies, and
that it will put the saloons in charge
of men who are financially responsible,
and so can bo reached by the compan-
ion law making saloon-keepers liable
to pay damages for making drunkards
of men, and beggars of their wives and
children,

There is something in this, and bet-
ter than all, it is an experiment in a
new direetion, and any experiment in
this intricate field is to be welcomed
and entertained, until like hundreds
of other experiments in the same field,
it is thoroughly tested and found to
be a failure, or but half way a success.
No proposition in this matter is to be
despised, since the question of de-
creasing the great business of drunk-
ard-making stands as far from solution
to-day as it did in the days when it
numbered Noah, the patriarch, as one
of its victims. The one great strength
of the theory or proposition of totfal
prohibition, is in the hope rather than
in the belief that it may prove success-
ful. Thousands and thousands of men
would vote for it, not hecause they be-
lieve in it fully, but because they
would be willing to try anyand every-
thing that has in it the promise of
good. They would see it tried. They
realize that all other plans have failed,
and they are willing to see this one
tried.

No doubt this class of people hold
the balance of power In Towa to-day,
We believe that a law forbidding
the sale a8 a beverage of everything
that makes drunk come, they wounld
vote to try “it,  If it should fail in|
reaching the heart of the great evil,
as we believe it would unless public
sentiment should advance with it, the
same people would the next year be
willing to try the high license or
some other It-{eury. The trouble is

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public sentiment to enforce it, makes
mtelligent men fear that still more law
in tfe same direction, .and no more
sentiment, would only result in still
more conspicuous failure; but for our
part we are willing to t:t"1 it—not be-
cause we have entire faith it will suec-
céed, but because the havoe of drunk-
enness goes on under the present sys-
tem of regalation, and because so
many good people believe that this
stronger method would suceeed, :u_ld
s many others would like to try it.
All these people are necessary to any
good temperance work, and so we
want themn all kept in the temperance
ranks. If this project, when tried,
shall fail, they will then be willing to
try something else.

For these reasons we are willing to
see the proposed amendment, 1f it
does not prohibit the total manufac-
ture of aleoholic liquors in the state,
fairly tried. If it does prohibit manu-
facture for export or for sale for other
purposes than a beverage, we are op-
posed to it, and so we believe will be
the great bady of the people of Towa,
Iowa is not yet one-sixth in cultiva-
tion, and already we are wondering
what to do with our corn erop.  Culti-
vate the other five-sixths, and then
apply the close cultivation of the old
countries, and we shall have twenty
such Towas as we have to-day,
producing  twenty times as much
corn;  and what could we
do with it then, -all in [the
the actual grain or corn?  We must,
to sell it to the world, make it into
the shape in which the world wants it.
We must condense it in order to get
it to far away markets, which will use
it in one shape but not in others. We
ean sell at the Mediterranean ports
very little corn as corn, but as aleohol
we ean sell millions of dollars’ worth
of it annually. In South America we
can sell hardly any of our Towa corn,
but in the form of aleohol we can and
do sell much of it. One distillery in
Des Moines sold last year in South
America hundreds of thousands of
dollars® worth of lowa corn in the
form of alcohol, which was there made
into varnish. So on over the whole
world.

But this is a diversion. We were
writing of something by which Iowa
might lessen the amount of drunken-
ness in the state. If we could shut all
the saloons in Towa, which so many
thousands of good people think would
prove the heaven of all temperance re-
forms, and give it a thorough trial,
and that too should prove a failure,
then we could try something else, and
perhaps the high license idea wonld
be the next best experiment.
