A
thorough search of the house was
made , and a bank hook was
found showing a deposit of S700 in-

a New York bank to the credit
of Jeremiah Harrington. 3Iany small
coins wrapped in bits of paper were
discovered in different parts of the
house. A deed and five different wills
of Harrington's drawn up within the
last twelve years , were also found.
The deed showed that the house and
six acres of ground were owned by-
