1t is preposterous to talk
ubout drainage of water closets, sinks
and vaults by surface drainage
Every cesspool built in Omaha is a
breeder of diseases that
time sweep away hundreds of men,
women and children.  The establish-
ment of waterworks will only add to
the growing nocessities of
ground sewers, and delays for another
year will be made at the expense of
unny valuable lives.
Second; The construction of sewors
to carry off the water and filth that
now passes through the centre of
Omaha through the two creck is an
absolute necessity, The%miasma that
arises out of the south Omaha creck
in its present condition is simply hor-
vible. This poison breeding slough
has already killed humdreds of child-
ren in this eity, and a good many
Last year 40 per cent,
of the deaths in Omaha were in the
vicinity of the South Omaha ereck.

party in this state, but a leader of the
party in the whole union.

Even at this late date he has missed
a great opportunity. If his mind had
not been completely absorbed by the
petty question of Federal patronage as
affecting his local leadership, he could
hardly have failed to see that the party
with which his name had been so close-
Iy linked fora quarter of a centuryis
called upon to face new issues of nation-
al importance, as to which it needs the
guideance of its leaders, among whom
hie might readily have won and retained
aplace far more honored than that
which he now appears to be losing. One
of the most interesting of these—to
name but one—is the relation of cor-
porations to our political institutions
There is evidence all over the country,
constantly recurring, of a movement,
wmote or less vague and blind, but un-
questionably extensive and earnest, to
regist the influence which powerful cor-
porations are rapidly acquiring. This
movement, inspiteof its ill-regulated
course, accomplished under the form
of grangerism, very important local
results in the western states,  Under
the cognate form of greenbackism it
has largely influenced the organization
and modified the professiong of the
democratic party in several important
states both of the east and west, while
it is steadily gaining in all parts of the
south, In the more defined form of
opposition to monopoly it is  making
itaelf felt in the states of New York,
New Jersey and Pensylvania, and is
extending its influence in other see-
tions where herctofore the field has
been vecupied with little disturbance
by the two great parties. No observer
can deny, and no statesmen could fail
to see, that the general tendency
shown by these various movements is
in the direction of a decided change
in the political situation, a change
wiich the opposition party can casily
and proditably promote, and which the
party in power will be compelled to
meet.

If Mr. Conkling instead of throwing
up lis commission as senator, had
undertaken to shape the course of his
party on this question wisely and with
courage and mdependence, he could
have gained a reputation which is now
forever impossible,  Doubtless, the
task was one for which he was ill
fitted, but that only shows that, wiih
many of the qualities of a statesman,
lic lacks a statesman's foresight and
wracity and clevation of purpose,that
lie 18, in fact, but a superfluously
giited politician,  The situation for
his party, however, simplified by his
retirement, and the opportunity which
he has cast away remains for his sue-

cessor.  The party will  suffer
very seriously if  that  succesSor
should be as incapable of
seizing  the opportunity as Me.

Conkling has shown himself. Nothing
conld have a more unfortuuate effect
upon the future of republicanism, not
in New York alone, but in the whole
country, than that the state should be
represented in the senate by a man
who cannot meet the question to which
we have referred, as well as  others
which must arise, in a satisfactory
manner. It would be not only un-
fortunate, but disastrous, if our re-
presentative there should be a man
closely connected with the corpora-
tions which are now being so earnestly
attacked. The repulican party should
not lend itself blindly to the errors or
prejudices of the anti-monopolists,
but it should fairly acknowledge the
basis of fact whlch lies beneath
their  complaints, and it should
be wvery careful not to useless-
ly identify itself, either in reality or
i appearance, with corporate in-
terests. It will be the duty of its rep-
resentatives to see that no real and
substautial rights of corporations are
sacrificed, but there is at present
miuch less danger of this than that
corporate influence in politics shail
cain a hold which would be at once a
peril and a scandal,  The party onght
not to be exposed to even the suspicion
of contributing to such a result. We
have just seen, in the recent appoint-
ment of Mr Stanley Matthews to  the
Supreme Court, a striking evidence
that the sentiment at Washington is by
no means in accord with the gen-
eral sentiment of the country. That
appointment wag due to democratic
votes in the senate, but the responsi-
bility for it rests with the republican
party, which might have dcllcnlcil it
m the senate, whose president made
the nomination, and to which M
Matthews belongs. To say nothing
worse of it, it was a blunder of pre-
cisely the same nature as would be the
election by the New York legislature
of a United States senator closely
identified with one of the justly dread-
ed corporations. This 18 a matter
which the legislature, if it can rid its
mind of the illusion that the destines
of the republican party depend on the
distribution of federal patronage in
New York, would do well to take note
of.

The New Medical Law.

After June 1st, 1881, it will be un-
lawful for any physician to practice
medicine, surgery or obstetries with-
out registration in the physicians'
register, in the office of I.Lcr county
clerk. The law says

iug to practice medicine, surgery or
obstetries in the state of Nebraska,
belore beginning the practice thereof,,
inany branch thervof, to regster as a
physician by filing with the county
clerk of the county in which he or
she resides, or in which he or
she intends intends to practice, a
statement in writing under oath or
affimoation @ving his or her full
name, age, place of birth, plice of
residence, plage of busipess, and the
time he or she has practiced medi-
cine, and when and where he or she
has so practiced, and the time of such
practice in each place, and if he or
she has been a member of any medi-
gal soctety or societies, and if he or
she is a graduate of any medical col-
lege or university, the date of his or
her graduation, and the full and true
nawe and location of such college, in-
stitution or university.

He Purchases Perfumes to Tickls
the Government
Smeller,

Andat the Same Time Provides
Gorgeous Furniture for
Official Houses.

Windom Wiping Out Peculators.

Washington Special to the Globe Demoerat.
From all accounts the star-
route way of trunsacting Gov-
ernment business is not alone inciden-
tal to the Post Office Department.
Recent investizations in the treasury
develop the existence of abuse only
less important than those of the star-
route service because mvolving less
money. There is a public officer
known as o custodian of the treasury
department who has almost unlimit-
ed discretion as to the expenditure of
the contigent fund. Heads of bureaus
may make requisition, but the conto-
dian buys. Even smee the exposure
of commissioner Baker, of the Inter-
ior department, who his most of his
house furnished at government ex-
pense, there has been a complaint
every now and then that this disere-
tionary power of purchasing supplies

left the Government at
at the mercy of small pecula-
tors, The aggregate of these peo-

ulations 18 very large.  The custodian
of the treasury deparment alone dis-
burses about £132,000 while altogether
the amount thus diseretionarily spent
may be stated at $500.600. The pres-
ent custodian of the tressury isa
gentleman named O. L. Pitney, and
he has contrived to make a good
thing out of it along with everybody
connected him. All of these
men are living at the rite of $5,000a
year on salaries averaging one-fourth
of that-sum. Mr. Pitney’s accounts
are subjeet to the examination and
approval of the chief clerk.
remarkable coincidence, which some-
times ocenrs in governinent affairs of
this nature, the chief clerk who for-
merly passed upon these accounts was
promated to assistant secretary, and
took this portion of the duties of
chief clerk along with him. The con-
tingent fund is to furnish furniture,
carjpets, wanter coolers, l-itchvl's. cte.

perfumery, commissions, official houses
and heaven and the custodian alone
know what., Complaints of these
abuses have frequently been made,
but no attention has been paid to it
by these having authority to investi-
gate. So notorious has this looseness
become that the aceounting officers
approve the account “‘correct as to
work done” without certifying to the
rest of the bill - the prices or quantily
of material.

the most good. It has become sume-
what notorious that certain officers of
the department lave gone very
far toward :q?mimilsg and furnish-
ing their homes at the ex-
pense of the government through the
custodian’s oftice.  When the desk of
Thomas  Jefferson, upon which le
wrote the declaration of independence,
was presented to the president, fifteen
fac-similes of it were mwade in Mr
Hessler's shops.  They were given
around, it is said, as presents. An
employee of Hessler's says the latter
had a duplicate key to the hardware
room, which le visits at night and
takes therefrom what he wants.  An-
other of his employes makes affidavit
as to how a portion of his time was
spent,  He gives the dates when he
should have been at work for the gov-
crnment, but when e was employed
on fine work upon ex-Seeretary  Sher-
man's house.  He also swears that he
worked at Secretary Evarts’ house,
and upon the new house which Mr
Pitney has built for himself on L
street.

Itissaid that the homesof fa-
vored officers of the department and of
some newspaper tien and Congressnien
are adorned with the handsomest kind
of water pitchers, for which the own-
ers wore nat kel an exorbitant sum.
The law requires all furniture, ete.,
worn out shall be sold at public auction
by the custodian, There are, it is al.
leged, little private sales, however,
where for the small suin of 25 cenis or
o0 cents, or other nominal sum these
favored have been allowed to purchase
handsome desks, earpets and otherar-
ticlesof wvalue, which, having been
used for a couple of months, were re-
placad by pthers equally as costly.
THIS SYSTEM OF BRIVATE PECULATION
is not original with Pitney, but has
been the practice of chief clerks and
others having the diserotionary power
of sale for many years, and a right
goodd thing they have made ofit. They
could probably be found in  any
govermuental department to-day., The
great steal is in the purchasing power.
So many articles are purchased one at
a tjme that the law requiring bids is a
dead lotter.  When bids are put in
they come from a little ring.  Exor-
bitant prices are paid for almost every-
thing. ’

Not long ago 3 lasee quantjty of
books were pirghased tor o certain
bureau.

In the first place there is a greedy, %ll-
grasping monster who comes in as a
suitor. secking the hand of this Re-
publie, and that monster is monopoly.
His sceptre is mude out of the iron of

the mil track and the iron
of telegraphy. He does every-
thing for his own advantage

and for the mbbery of the people
Things have gone on from bad to
worse until in the three legislatures of
New York, New Jersey and Pennsyl-
vania for the most part monopoly de-
cides everything. I monopoly favors
a law it is passed; if monopoly opposes
a law it is rejected.  Monopoly stands
in the ﬂilm't" (ot n;&;in}; into his
pocket in one  year g‘:. 000,000 in
excess of all reasonable charge for ser-
vice., Monopoly holds in its one hand
the steam power of locomotion, in the
other the electricity of swift communi-
cation. Monopoly has the Republican
party in ong pocket and the demoeratic
party in the other pocket.  Monopoly
decides pominations and elections
city elections, state elections, national
elections. With bribes it takes the
votes of legislators, giving them free
passes, giving appointments to needy
relatives of luerative positions, em-
ploying them as attorneys if they are
lawyers, carrying their goods a f:u'gu
per cenlege less if they ave merchants,
and if 1t finds a ecase very stubborn
as well a8 very important, puts down
before him the hard cash of bribery.

A LEGISLATURE BOUNGT OUTEIGIT.

Jut nonopoly is not so  easily
eanght now and eaptured and arrested
as when, during the term of Mr
Buchanan, and legislature committes
in one of our states explored and ex-
posed the manner in which a certain
ratlway company had obtained a do-
nation of pubtic land. 1t was found
out that thirteen of the senators of
.that state reccived S175,000 among
them, sixty members of the legisla-
ture of that state reccived between
5,000 and 810,000 each, the gover-
nor of that state received £50,000, Lis

clerk  received £5,000, the MHeu-
tenant  covernor  received  810,-
000, all  the elerks of the
legislature received 85,000 each,

while $50,000 were divided among the
lobby agents, That thing on o larger
or smaller scale is all the time going
on in some of the states of the union;
but it is not so easily exposed or ar-
rested. T tell you that the overshow-
ing curse of the United States to-day
is monopoly. It puts its hand on every
bushel of wheat, upon every sack of
salt, upen every ton of coal, and every
mian, woman and child in the United
States feels the touch of that moneyed
despotism. I rejoice that in twenty-
four states of the union al-
ready anti-monopoly  leagues  have
been established.  God speed them in
the work of liberation! I wish that
this question might be the question of
the next presidential eleetion, for be-
tween this and that tine we ean com-
pel both political parties to recognize
it in their platforms. T have nothing
to sny against capitalists. A 1aan has
a riglit to make all the money he can
make honestly, 1 have nothing to
say against corporations as such. With-
out them no great enterprise would

be possible; but what 1 do say
is  that the principles are o
be applied to  capitalists and

corporations that are applied to the
woorest manand the plainest laborer,
Vhat is wrong for me is wrang for the
Vanderbilts and  the Goulds and the
elevated railway companies of New
York and Brooklyn. Monopely in
England has ground hundreds of thou-
sands of her best pwlr]u into semi-star-
vation, and in Ireland has driven mul-
titudinous tenants almost to madness,
andin the United States proposes to
take the wealth of fifty or sixty millions
of people and putitin a few silken wal-
lets. Monopoly, brazenfaced, iron finge:-
ed, volture hearted monopoly, pro-
poses his hand, olfers his hand to dhis
Republic.  Let the millions of the
people—North, South, East and West
—forbid the bans of that marriage,
forbid them at the ballot box, forbid
them by great organizations, forbid
them by the overwhelming sentiment
of an outraged nation, forbid them hy
the protest of the church of Gad, for-
bid them by prayer to high heaven,
that Herod shall not have this Abigail.

Placer mining is lively in Rogker-
ville guleh,

for Idaho.

Blacktail gulch is experiencing a re-
vival of hydraulicing.

The first freight train of the North-
western line left Pierre Inst Monday
for Deadwood, and will arrive in
about fourteen or fifteen days from
that time. Pierre is crowded with
freight teams, and every pound of
freight brought in by the railroad is
immediately loaded upon the teams
for transportation to the Hills.
