From What Braall Beginnimg

Encoaraging Prospecta for Ita
Fuo'rare Welfare

On yestorday morning Dean Mills-
peaagh delivered his twonty-fifth anni-
vorsiry sermon (postponed from last
Swnday) before a fine congregation in
tha Episcopal eatbodral,
The dean took his text from the
ghirteenth chapter of Hebrews, seven-
deenth verse: *‘They wateh for your
souls as they that must give account,”
THE ADDRESS,
The dean began: Last Sanday was
the twenty-fifth anniversary of Trinity
parish, and to-dyy we colobrate this
anniversary. A quarter of a eentury
has elapsed gince the holy man of God,
Bishop Kemper, the bishop of the
northwest, as he was called, organized
the little mission into a regular parish
and a vestry. It is a happy duty for
me to look back over ita history and
bring it again in part to your remem-
brance, and we cannot, I believe, but
thank Giod and take courage.
So far as we can ascertain, the first
clergymen of the church who officiated,
or rather who visited Omaha, for
there is no record of a service, was the
Rov. Dr, Gregory, stationed at Fort
Leavenworth as army chaplain. He
was en route for Fort Calhoun with
portion of his regiment. This was in
the year 18ib, forty-six years ago.
\‘]Ve cannot fdim:mrm- any visit of a
clorgyman for twenty years after.
Not until 18656, when Rev, Dr. Peet,
of Des Moines, Iowa, came t6 Omaha
and held the first service, of which we
have no distinet record. This service
was most probably held in the old
It was the next year
that the indefatigable missionary
bishop, with Bishop Lee, of Towa, and
the Rev. N. N. Irish, of Missouri,
VISITED THE TOWN
and officisted. It was on Trinity
Sunday. Bishop Leo preached at one
service and Bishop Kemper at the
other, and these services were held in
a house which some of yon know as
the old state house on Ninth street.
The vestry elected at this time, of
whom there are two living in the city
to-day, immediately obtained the ser-
vices for a portion of each Lord's day
of the Rev. Geo. W, Watson, who
had been sent out as a missionary to
Council Bluffs. This good man was
the first to have charge of this work.
In 1857 the interest had so increased
that an attempt was made to build a
church, Indeed, a lot was secured on
the northwest corner of Douglas and
Fourteonth stroets, and Bishop Lee
was asked to lay the corner stone,
which he did on the first day of Au-
gust of that year. This project, for
reasons best known to the churchmen
there at that time, was abandoned.
The property was
lot leased at the corner of Ninth and
Farnham stroets and achurch built
there. There the congregation wor-
shipped for several pears. Before the
lense had exJJimd, however, snch leaso
was sold and the property upon which
we aro

was purchased, and another church,
costing about fifteen hundred dollars,
was constructed. 1t was just ten yeara
from the time Bishop Lee laid the
corner stone on Davenport street to

with those he and you, together with
the bishop, have had to do, It is a
pity that all cannot say more, and yet
we have great reason, as we shall find,
for thanking God and taking courage.
To go back a little, during the rector-
ship of the Rev. Mr. Guaman, a fund
for the building of the cathedral was
begun and 85,000 was
RAISED BY SUBSCRIPTION
through the earnestness of devoted
women. That sum waa at interest un-
til last year, when the vestry resolved
that the time had come for securing a
sufficient sum for the construction of
a cathedral in every way appropriate
for what it ought to do. Asthe result
of permstent effort there is to-day
n subscription of 826,397.656, $14,-
240.85. of which has been already
aid. Besides these sums the ladies
ave a fund of §1,100 for furnishing
the church and a still Iarger sum than
this has been obtained by one lady of
the cathedral for decorating its walls,
More than one-half of the stained
glass windows have been taken as
mem orials. I may state that in May
of last year this building was moved
to its present position in the street,
and there was laid by the Right Rev,
